Commission Chair Hart called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and explained the Commission Rules of Procedure.

Discussion – Uniform Application Form for Montana Public Facility Projects – West Valley Sewer Project Phase 2

Ed Janney explained that the cost for the project is estimated at approximately $4 million. The majority of the proposed funding will come from the State Revolving Loan Fund (SRF). 

The SRF loan application is for $3.5 million at an interest of 2.5 % for twenty years.   Approximately $134,000 would be set aside for administrative costs and a 12% direct construction contingency has been budgeted in the approximate amount of $360,000.  The bond closing would occur in April.
 
There is a conference call scheduled for tomorrow with Ed Janney, CEO Connie Ternes Daniels, Eric Hoiland, DEQ and the lenders from Dorsey Whitney.

The plan is currently being reviewed by DEQ.  At the end of a 30-day comment period, DEQ can authorize everything and it can go to bid.  Through this bidding process, we can start getting contractors on board.  Construction can start mid-April, with construction ending in November.

All West Valley homeowners have been contacted at this time.  Over the next week a brochure will go out to homeowners regarding sewer rates, licensed contractors, timing and financial options.  DOWL-HKM will put together an individual service plan and if homeowners want to make any changes, they can do it at that time.

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels stated this was an incredible project that has been in the making for years and years.  She wanted to thank Ed Janney and his associates for the great job.  She stated that when this project is complete, work on the water treatment plant can begin.

Commissioner Lux-Burt was thrilled to see this project moving forward and applauded Mr. Janney for all the communication he has had with the homeowners.  She stated this project is a huge step in protecting the groundwater and ensuring a healthier, cleaner and safer place to live.  She asked if anything had been done to address the concerns of the residents on Fairview.  Mr. Janney stated nothing has been done at this time, but it is being discussed.

Commission Chair Hart said any information would be helpful to address uncertainty and obstacles.  He thought having a list of prequalified contractors would be beneficial and put homeowners at ease.

Discussion – DPHHS Immunization Grant Task Order #15-07-4-31-112-0

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that this grant will provide funding in the amount of $6,049.00 which will be made in quarterly payments.  This funding will be used to supplement salaries related to immunization duties.

Commissioner Lux-Burt said this grant is very important for immunizations because not everyone has insurance.  Anaconda Deer Lodge County has one of the highest rate of kids immunized in the state because of grants like this. 

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Job Description Revision – Code Enforcement Officer

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels stated there were only a few minor changes to this job description.  Under “Other Requirements” the certification for AACE/ICC should read one year instead of 6 months and under “Job Performance” the lift and carry should be up to 50 pounds.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – County Detention Center Reimbursement Agreement (Department of Corrections)

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels stated the goal of this Agreement is to have the Detention Center’s daily reimbursement rate in line with the State’s reimbursement rate.  Currently, the County receives $65.00/day.  This Agreement would increase that rate to $76.55/day.  

County Attorney Krakowka has reviewed the Agreement and found some typographical errors that need to be corrected, as well as some language regarding subcontractors (CCCS/START facility).  In addition, he wants to ensure that the medical, dental and vision is covered by the state.

Commissioner Lux-Burt asked if the damage done to the jail by State prisoners can be reimbursed.  County Attorney Ben Krakowka stated because of the sentence that is handled down to the prisoners, it would be difficult to collect anything.  Ben stated he does get paid $50 per day when he has to prosecute and does send CCCS a bill per the County’s Agreement with them.  Ben stated he will look into any sort of reimbursement available and get back to the Commissioners.

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels did inform the Commission that we need to have mechanical engineer come into the jail and look at the plumbing and heating.  The jail has some significant problems and needs an entire systems evaluation which will cost around $5,000.

Commissioner Chair Hart requested that Resolution No. 15-03 be placed for approval on the Business Meeting Agenda first, prior to approval of the County Detention Center Reimbursement Agreement.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Resolution No. 15-03, a Resolution to Set Jail Costs

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels said currently the County receives $65.00 a day and so the increase to $76.55 is really good news.  

County Attorney Ben Krakowka said he did have some questions regarding the Resolution and some of the language needs to be fixed.  He stated this Resolution will be in effect for 7 years so a clarification regarding health and dental should be included in the Resolution.

Commissioner Lux-Burt did not know if a 7-year contract is reasonable with the increasing cost of food and medical.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Vauthier | Ferguson Professional Services Agreement for Website Design

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels met with Adam Vauthier and Casey Ferguson.  The Agreement came in late Friday.  

County Attorney Ben Krakowka stated there are a couple of small corrections that need to be incorporated into this Agreement.

Mary Ann Illston 1222 N. Cable Road – Ms. Illston asked whether the public will have input regarding the website as it is being developed.

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels was not sure about public input but stated there will be a lot of input from Department Heads.  She stated this website will be constantly evolving; everything is flexible and nothing is cut in stone.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she was glad to see it moving forward with a deadline.

Commission Chair Hart said the County’s web page is a welcome mat to our community.  He went on to state that it is extremely important if we want to see our community grow and prosper. 
	
	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Introduction of Ordinance No. 238 (an Amendment to Ordinance No. 160), an Ordinance Creating a Library Board and Establishing its Powers and Duties and Setting a Date for a Public Hearing

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels stated the Library is an incredible gift to the community.  Its historical value and artifacts are extremely important.  There have been concerns on how to preserve and protect the artifacts in the Library.  Recently, the Library was painted and very expensive artwork was taken down and moved to the basement.  Since then all the artwork and artifacts have been accounted for but this ordinance would protect what is there.  A question came up about who runs the Library?  CEO Daniels stated the Library is there for all of us and believes the Commission, as a governing body, has been generous and committed to the Library.  Consistently, the public has voted to approve 3 mill levies to operate the Library and she feels this ordinance will establish policies and procedures to ensure the protection of the Library and its artifacts.

Carl Nyman 19 Apple Rose Drive – Mr. Nyman stated that given the time the Library has been in Anaconda Deer Lodge County, it has served not only as a library but also a museum.  Very few places in the Community are left unchanged the way the Library is.  Mr. Nyman stated this ordinance is something to take seriously and thanked Kurt for treating this property as if it were his own.

Rose Nyman 121 E. 3rd – Ms. Nyman expressed concern regarding the artwork and inquired as to its status.  CEO Ternes Daniels informed Ms. Nyman that no artwork is missing or damaged.  The artwork was taken down and stored in the basement when the library was being painted. She went on to state that the concern is how the artwork is handled and stored.  

Ms. Nyman thought that the artwork was evaluated some time ago.  Kurt Wyant stated that this was done in 1998.  Ms. Nyman stated it is important to have this done again as this artwork is part of Anaconda’s heritage.

Kurt Wyant, Maintenance – Kurt thanked everyone for their support now and in the future, for bringing forth this ordinance.  He assured everyone that nothing was missing, but in the future the artwork needed to be handled in a certain way and he has been working with Mitch to accomplish this.

Commissioner Vermeire stated he went on a tour of the Library and one thing that struck him was the old boiler, it had State stamp #1 on it.  That in itself has value.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated on her first trip to Anaconda, she went to the Library.  It was one of the reasons she moved here.  The Library is a treasure and we need to treat it as such.

Commissioner Chair Hart stated he thinks Anaconda was “spoiled” because we had community leaders running the Library who knew its historical value.  He stated that even if a book is damaged, it still may have historic value and as a responsible governing board, the Commission needs to take care of it.

A public hearing was set for February 3, 2015.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Reappointment/Appointment to the Airport Board; 2 vacancies; 5-year term (Al Messer has requested reappointment)

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels stated Al has been an active member of the Airport Board.

County Attorney Ben Krakowka said Al would do a good job.  

Commissioner Lux-Burt thinks Al is like the “Energizer Bunny” and glad to see he was willing to serve on this board.

Commission Mulvey stated Al needed to be on the board.

Commissioner Vermeire stated Al currently sits as the Chair and if Al is reappointed there is still one more vacancy.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Reappointment/Appointment to the Greenway Service District Board; 1 vacancy; 5-year term (Milo Manning has requested reappointment)

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels stated Milo has been on the Greenway Service District Board since its inception.


Commissioner Lux-Burt stated this was Milo’s passion.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Reappointment/Appointment to the West Valley Mosquito Control Board; 2 vacancies; 3-year term (Chad Gochanour has requested reappointment)

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels stated Chad is very interested in this Board.

Commissioner Chair Hart said this Board was near and dear to him.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Reappointment/Appointment to the Public Health Board; 1 vacancy; 3-year term (Jane Dierenfeldt has requested reappointment)

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels said Jane is a retired nurse from the VA and feels her service on this board would be a great asset.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she sits on the Public Health Board and they would be lucky to have Jane reappointed to this board.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Appointment of two (2) members to the Planning Board; 2 vacancies; 2-year term (James M. Eldridge, Keith Illston, Rick Hamilton, Jason McDonald, Brian Tesson, and Mike Hale)

Mary Ann Illston 1222 N. Cable Road – Ms. Illston spoke on behalf of her husband, Keith Illston, and thought he would be a great addition to the Planning Board.

Commissioner Lux-Burt thought it was great people are stepping up and showing interest in the Planning Board.

Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Accept resignation of Norman Johnson from the Tri-County Fair Board and Authorize Advertising of Vacancy

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels stated Norman had stepped down but came back on to the Fair Board in order to get through the 2014 Fair.  CEO Daniels thanked Norman and hopes we can find someone else who is as committed to this Board as he was.

	Item placed on the agenda.

MISCELLANEOUS

CEO Connie Ternes Daniels informed the Commission she received an Amendment to the MOU from the Montana Department of Transportation regarding the Greenway Trail Pedestrian Tunnel.  She requested this be placed on the agenda for next week.


PUBLIC DISCUSSION

Rose Nyman 121 E. 3rd – Ms. Nyman addressed the issue of the parking lot at 3rd and Oak being plowed at 2:30 a.m.  She thinks this is an unreasonable time to have it plowed.  CEO Connie Ternes Daniels stated she has made some phone calls but has not found out who is plowing the lot.  County Attorney Krakowka stated it would be helpful to get a general description of the truck.

Ms. Nyman inquired as to the status of the taxes owed on the Washoe Market property and the status of the old Navarro house on the 700 block of E. 3rd Street.

Ms. Nyman also had questions regarding the CDBG revolving loan and whether or not the money is being circulated locally.

Lastly, Ms. Nyman inquired into the allegation of a vehicle that may have been damaged during the 2013 wood delivery.   CEO Connie Daniels Ternes stated this accident may have happened at the landfill. However, she will get a copy of the claim to determine what happened.
