Approval of Claims 

Commissioner Lux-Burt asked for further review with regard to claims 118927 and 118978.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated that these claims are for Century Link.  She stated that there have been some changes in services.  She informed the Commission that staff is meeting at 10:00 tomorrow morning to review and clarify the charges with Century Link.  She recommended holding these two claims until the charges are reconciled.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to authorize payment of claims numbered 118824 through 118894 with the exception of claims 118927 and 118978; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

Rose Nyman – 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman requested clarification from Commission Chair Hart with regard to when the Parks & Recreation Board, the SW Juvenile Detention Board, the Weed Board, and the Opportunity Mosquito Control Board will meet.  She stated she is concerned because these boards have not met in some time.  Chairman Hart informed Ms. Nyman that the Parks & Recreation Board will be meeting on March 2nd.  Commissioner Mulvey stated that the SW Juvenile Detention Board is meeting on February 19th.  Commissioner Smith stated he will contact the Chair of the Opportunity Mosquito Board in order to call a meeting.  Commission Chair Hart will follow-up with the Weed Board with regard to their meetings.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Request by DOWL to Authorize the Call for Bids for the West Valley Sewer Extension Project Phase 2

CEO Ternes Daniels stated she is happy to see this project move forward.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to authorize the call for bids for the West Valley Sewer Extension Project Phase 2; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Agreement between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and Greg and Jeanine Manson to Pay for a New Water Supply System and Abandoning an Existing Well at 304 Fairview Street North

CEO Ternes Daniels asked County Attorney Krakowka if this agreement has undergone legal review.  Mr. Krakowka informed CEO Ternes Daniels and the Commission that although he did discuss the agreement with Ed Janney from DOWL prior to his going out of town, it has not had legal review.  

Ed Janney stated it would not be an issue if this agreement was tabled until the next Business Meeting in order for County Attorney Krakowka to review the agreement.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to table approval of the Agreement until the March 3, 2015 Commission Meeting pending legal review; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Request by Copper Environmental Consulting, LLC to Authorize the Call for Bids for Waterline Improvements

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the estimated cost for this project is $1.5 million.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to authorize the call for bids for Waterline Improvements; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.



Major Development Permit 15-01 (MDP 15-01), Copper Village Museum and Arts Center Proposed Mural

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she is excited about this project as it will improve the look of the building and the downtown area.

Commissioner Hart questioned if the murals will get further review from the State Historic Preservation Office.  Kaitlin Leary informed the Commission that the Preservation Office was concerned with the materials that were going to be used and attached to the building.  She informed the Commission that Mary Lou McKenna from the Copper Village Board will have the final say.  She stated that some of the ideas for the murals include the Trolley Line, Marcus Daly and the actual Old Works.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated that Roger Wyant is an amazing artist.  She stated that Judge Krueger has a great collection in his law library in Butte.

Kaitlin Leary also provided the Commission with an update regarding the other mural which was started on the former liquor store.  She stated that the Planning Department has not heard from the owner but is still trying to keep a dialogue going.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve Major Development Permit 15-01 (MDP 15-01), Copper Village Museum and Arts Center Proposed Mural; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Ground Transport and Lease Services Agreement between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and Life Flight Network

CEO Ternes Daniels stated that this agreement has had legal review. 

County Attorney Krakowka stated that this is an important agreement because it allows ADLC’s ambulance to provide transportation for Life Flight personnel when they are unable to fly due to weather.  ADLC ambulance will bill Life Flight at $9.00 per mile and Life Flight will bill the patient’s insurance for patient care.

Commission Hart clarified with County Attorney Krakowka that this agreement does not preclude any other air ambulance from coming in and providing services.  County Attorney Krakowka stated that the agreement does not preclude other providers from doing so.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve the Ground Transport and Lease Services Agreement between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and Life Flight Network; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Memorandum of Understanding between Western Montana Mental Health Tri-County Addiction Services and Anaconda Deer Lodge County Regarding the Partnership for Success Grant

CEO Ternes Daniels expressed concern and asked for clarification from County Attorney Krakowka that WMMHC was entering into agreement with Anaconda Deer Lodge County (not Anaconda Deer Lodge County Law Enforcement and County Attorney).  County Attorney Krakowka stated that the agreement is between WMMHC and Anaconda Deer Lodge County.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated it is good to see all of the various agencies working together.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between Western Montana Mental Health Tri-County Addiction Services and Anaconda Deer Lodge County Regarding the Partnership for Success Grant; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Modification of Contract Number 900012-41 between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and The Department of Justice, Natural Resource Damage Program (NRDP)

CEO Ternes Daniels stated this modification extends the contract termination date to December 31, 2016.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve the Modification of Contract Number 900012-41 between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and The Department of Justice, Natural Resource Damage Program (NRDP); seconded by Commissioner Smith.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 15-04, a Resolution Amending Resolution No. 13-36 Adopted by the Board on September 17, 2013 (the “2013 Bond Resolution”) authorizing the issuance of its Sewer System Revenue Bond (DNRC Water Pollution Control State Revolving Loan Program), Series 2013

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that Resolution No. 13-36 is being amended because only a half-year needs to be held in reserve rather than a full year.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve Resolution No. 15-04; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 15-06, a Resolution to Apply for Tax Deed to the County Treasurer of Anaconda Deer Lodge County

Commissioner Hart inquired into the property listed at 800 S. Main.  Eric Hoiland, Treasurer, informed the Commission that he is still researching this property.  He stated that the deed will likely be issued to the County but he will withhold on accepting a bid on the property.  He stated he will meet with County Attorney Krakowka to get direction on how to straighten this out.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve Resolution 15-06; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 15-07, a Resolution to Determine the Minimum Sale Prices for Tax Deed Auction Properties Sold at Tax Deed Land Sale in Anaconda Deer Lodge County

Eric Hoiland informed the Commission that properties will be auctioned at 50% fair market value.

Commissioner Lux-Burt asked Mr. Hoiland if other counties in our area auction tax deed properties at 50% fair market value as well.  Mr. Hoiland informed Commissioner Lux-Burt that some counties do while others request just taxes and cost.  

County Attorney Krakowka asked for clarification with regard to the property listed at 800 South Main.  Mr. Hoiland stated that when Anaconda Deer Lodge County and ARCO were working on the Old Works Golf Course, there was some confusion with the recordings.  Mr. Krakowka stated he would like to look at everything before advising Mr. Hoiland on how to proceed.

Rose Nyman – 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman asked for clarification with regard to successful bidders who did not meet criteria and lost the property.  Mr. Hoiland explained that the County will take the property back and it will go up for auction next year.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve Resolution No. 15-07; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Proclamation for Irish American Heritage Month

Commissioner Hart read the Proclamation aloud.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve the Proclamation for Irish American Heritage Month; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Appointment of One Member to the Hearst Free Library Board (1 Vacancy – Five Year Term; 2 Applicants: Jennifer Wendt and Patricia Mulvey)

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that two letters of interest were received; one from Jennifer Wendt and one from Patricia Mulvey.  She stated that both individuals have great credentials.  She also informed the Commission that one elected official can serve on the Library Board of Trustees.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to appoint Patricia Mulvey to the Hearst Free Library Board of Trustees for a 5-year term; seconded by Commissioner Smith.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Authorize Anaconda Local Development Corporation to Apply for the DNRC Renewable Resource Grants and Loans Administrative Program

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated it was nice to see more money becoming available for the downtown area.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated this money is for the Downtown Master Plan.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to authorize Anaconda Local Development Corporation to Apply for the DNRC Renewable Grants and Loans Administrative Program; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.





Authorize Anaconda Deer Lodge County Public Health Department to Apply for the DPHHS Local and Tribal Public Health System Improvements Grant

Commissioner Lux-Burt informed the Commission that this grant was discussed at the Public Health Department Strategic Planning Subcommittee meeting.  She stated the Health Department qualifies to apply for Tier II funds (up to $15,000).

CEO Ternes Daniels stated this grant requires no match and will assist with the accreditation process.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to authorize Anaconda Deer Lodge County Public Health Department to Apply for the DPHHS Local and Tribal Public Health System Improvements Grant; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

County Detention Center Reimbursement Agreement (Department of Corrections)

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that this agreement is not complete yet. County Attorney Krakowka stated that the County submitted changes to Department of Corrections (DOC).  DOC accepted those changes and came back with one modification of their own.  County Attorney Krakowka was unable to get the modification in place prior to leaving for vacation.  He requested a Special Meeting be held following the February 24th Work Session.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated it was reasonable to hold a Special Meeting.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to table this item and hold a Special Meeting following the Commission Work Session Meeting on February 24, 2015 to take action on this item; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 238, (an Amendment to Ordinance No. 160), an Ordinance Creating a Library Board and Establishing its Powers and Duties

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that Michelle Sievers, Deputy County Attorney, reviewed and approved the ordinance as to form and content.  She stated that nothing in the ordinance conflicts with state law.  She emphasized that Ordinance No. 238 ensures that any work done at the library will follow the Secretary of the Interior’s guidelines and ensures that historical artifacts are handled properly.  

Kurt Wyant – 309 E. 4th:  Mr. Wyant asked the Commission to support Ordinance No. 238.  He stated that he discovered oil paintings and photographs that had been taken down at the library, and he had reason to believe these historic items may not be put back on display.  He stated that the historic artifacts have been given to the library for/by the people of Anaconda.  Some of these artifacts are at least 118 years old and become more fragile and valuable with each passing year.  He stated that in conjunction with the Historical Society, these items can be properly cared for so that Anaconda can continue to enjoy them.

Rose Nyman – 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman thanked Kurt Wyant for his vigilance with regard to his care and concern for the library.  She stated she treasures the building as well.  She expressed concern with regard to an old videotape of a lecture that had a tremendous wealth of information about Old Works which ended up being discarded.  In addition, she stated that some members of the community are concerned about two Irish bookcases that were handmade and donated to the library by Buddy Walsh that have been moved to the southeast corner of the building.  Ms. Nyman stated that although she is concerned about the historical artifacts in the library, she is also concerned about the types of items she mentioned above.

Lastly, Ms. Nyman expressed concern about tables blocking the shelves that hold previous Commission Meeting minutes, ordinances and resolutions.  

Commissioner Hart stated that the Commission and CEO have an obligation to maintain the integrity of the artifacts that are in the library.  He hopes the existing Board will welcome the oversight.  He stated that although some of the books that were thrown out may have been damaged, they were still important to Anaconda’s history.  He stated that the Commission has a responsibility to the community, the families that donate to the library, and the library to preserve historical items contained within it.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve Ordinance No. 238, seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously

NEW BUSINESS

Commissioner Smith – no new business
Commissioner Vermeire – no new business 
Commissioner Lux-Burt provided feedback with regard to the Head Start Preschool Development Grant.  She stated she understands Gail Mickey’s concerns regarding the difficulty keeping quality teachers on staff.  However, she stated that a portion of the $10 million could educate a lot of kids and she does not believe turning down the funds is a good idea.

Commissioner Vermeire stated he will follow-up with Ms. Mickey at the Head Start Policy Council Meeting tomorrow.  He added that although initially this is a 4-year grant, if the program is successful, the federal government may decide to continue the program.

All of the Commissioners and CEO Ternes Daniels agreed that Head Start should pursue the grant.

Commissioner Mulvey – no new business

Commissioner Hart – no new business

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that while TD&H was here to perform the asbestos and lead paint inspection at the Public Health building, they also performed a black mold inspection.  Preliminary results indicate no black mold is present.  An amendment to the original agreement will be forthcoming.  The cost for the black mold inspection was approximately $700.00.

County Attorney Krakowka thanked the Commission for granting his time off.  He apologize for any “hiccups” that may have occurred while he was gone.

County Attorney Krakowka stated that he was unsure whether Judge Dayton allows the cleaning folks into the courtroom because of concerns with regard to equipment and microphones.  However, he informed Ms. Nyman that he will bring it to Judge Dayton’s attention.
