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Present: Commission Chair Hart, Commissioner Lux-Burt, Commissioner Mulvey, Commissioner Smith, CEO Connie Ternes Daniels, Commission Vice-Chair Vermeire and County Attorney Ben Krakowka.

Commission Chair Hart called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
 
Commission Chair Hart explained the Commission Rules of Procedure.

Approval of Minutes for the Commission Meeting of January 20, 2015 and the Commission Work Session of January 27, 2015.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve the minutes for the Commission Meeting of January 20, 2015 and the Commission Work Session of January 27, 2015; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey. 
	
Motion carried unanimously.

Approval of Claims 

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that these claims included payments to Butte-Silver Bow for the use of the landfill, as well as the Lighting project.  In addition, she stated that Blue Cross Blue Shield payments are now being paid through claims.

Commission Chair Hart explained that the claims referenced by CEO Ternes Daniels accounted for 62% of the claims.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to authorize payment of claims numbered 118824 through 118894 in the amount of $427,162.59; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

Motion carried unanimously.

Reports of Boards, Officials, Committees, etc.

Public Hearing 

Ordinance No. 238 (an Amendment to Ordinance No. 160), an Ordinance Creating a Library Board and Establishing its Powers and Duties

Commission Chair Hart opened the Public Hearing at 6:07 p.m.

Rose Nyman, 121 E. 3rd Street:  Ms. Nyman spoke in support of Ordinance No. 238.  She stated that all of us have a duty to protect the historic resources and artifacts at the library.  She thanked the librarians for working hard to care for it and thanked maintenance for bringing the issues to everyone’s attention.

Mark Phillip, 35 Phillip Road: Mr. Phillip spoke in opposition to Ordinance No. 238.  Mr. Phillip stated that although he did not grow up in Anaconda, he visited often when he was younger and went to the library with his grandmother.  He stated that he cannot support the ordinance at this time and believes revision is necessary before it is approved.  Mr. Phillip stated that although preservation of historic artifacts is critical, he believes the primary mission of the library should be to function as a library, not as a museum.  He also stated that the library serves as a pathway for free thought and believes that it is important for the Library Director position to be shielded from potential political influence and should only report to the Library Board.  He stated that he is concerned that the proposed ordinance sets up the Commission and CEO to micromanage library functions and maintenance.  

In addition, Mr. Phillip stated that he does not believe the ordinance does anything to preserve historic library objects.  With regard to the proposed “review” of historic objects, he voiced concern that there is no language regarding deadline or objective, nor does it have any language with regard to assigning an officer to conduct the review.  He went on to add that there are no funds allocated to conduct this review nor any funds allocated to preserve the historic objects.

Further, he stated the proposed ordinance should have legal review to ensure it meets the standards of library governance in Montana.  Specifically, he stated Ordinance No. 238 appears to be in conflict with MCA 22-1-308 through MCA 22-1-311.

Lastly, he suggested that the County create a new Historic Preservation Ordinance along with a Historic Preservation Board to coordinate and manage county-wide historic preservation efforts and to seek assistance from other state and federal preservation groups to assess value and preservation methods.  This Board would also be responsible for allocation of funds to provide for preservation of historic artifacts, provide direction to all ADLC boards to inventory both current designated historic artifacts, as well as potential historic artifacts.

Ed Puccinelli, 2013 Hamburg:  Mr. Puccinelli is a member of the Library Board.  However, he stated that he is speaking as a concerned citizen and library patron.  He stated he does not have an issue with Ordinance No. 238 with the exception of a few modifications.  He is certain that CEO Ternes Daniels made sure it is in accordance with state law.  He suggested that library staff, members of the library board and the CEO work together to make the modifications to the ordinance.

Commission Chair Hart called for additional public comment three times.  After no additional public comment, the Public Hearing was closed.

CEO Ternes Daniels asked Commission Chair Hart if she could make a statement with regard to the library.  CEO Ternes Daniels stated that the library is a tremendous resource for our community.  She stated it is a treasure and should be treated as such.  She noted that Kurt Wyant has been the Custodian of the Hearst Free Library since 1978.  Mr. Wyant had some concerns with regard to some of the historic artifacts at the library.  She stated that the concerns were significant enough that they prompted discussion between herself, the Library Director, and the Library Board.  She stated the purpose of amending the Ordinance is to ensure that the library’s historic artifacts are protected into the future.  As CEO, her intent is to ensure a quality ordinance is put into effect. She stated she is amenable to language changes/review prior to approval.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Washoe Park/Hefner’s Dam Project Summary for Bid Advertisement

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she is very glad to see this project moving forward.   She stated that Washoe Park is another one of Anaconda’s treasures that needs to be treated as such.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated she is excited to see the project going out for bid.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to authorize the call for bids for the Washoe Park/Hefner’s Dam Project; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Montana Department of Commerce Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Contract (Contract No.  MT-CDBG-14PL-07)

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that this is a planning grant to assist in developing a Downtown Master Plan.  

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve the Montana Department of Commerce Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Contract (Contract No. MT-CDBG-14PL-07); seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Memorandum of Understanding between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and Anaconda Local Development Corporation to Manage a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Main Street Master Plan Project

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that this MOA is still under legal review and the second part of the agreement is not yet available.  She respectfully requested this item be tabled until the next Commission Meeting.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to table the Memorandum of Understanding between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and Anaconda Local Development Corporation to Manage a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Main Street Master Plan Project until the next Commission Meeting; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Beard Environmental and Technical Assistance (BETA) Contract for Anaconda 2015 Capital Improvements Plan

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she is very glad to see this coming forth because things are changing so quickly, and she is confident that Alden Beard will do a great job.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the last Capital Improvements Plan was done in 2002 by Alden Beard/BETA.  She stated that the CIP is a planning document that is absolutely essential, and the intent is to add update it annually so that capital costs can be re-visited during the budget process.  She informed the Commission that ADLC staff may be assisting with this process as well.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve the Beard Environmental and Technical Assistance (BETA) Contract for Anaconda 2015 Capital Improvements Plan; seconded by Commissioner Paul Smith.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Agreement for Consulting Services between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and Beard Environmental and Technical Assistance (BETA) and NRDP Funding Administration for 2015 Improvements – Including Groundwater Restoration Plan ‘Phase II’ Main Replacements and 3rd Year of Subsidized Voluntary Water Metering

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission this Agreement is renewed annually.  She went on to state that, to date, over $20 million has been invested in waterline replacement.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve the Agreement for Consulting Services between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and Beard Environmental and Technical Assistance (BETA) and NRDP Funding Administration for 2015 Improvements – Including Groundwater Restoration Plan ‘Phase II’ Main Replacements and 3rd Year of Subsidized Voluntary Water Metering; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

TD&H Engineering Proposal to Provide an Asbestos and Lead Paint Inspection at the Public Health Building

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated Option 3 appears to be the appropriate action to take in order to ensure that the Public Health Building is free of any asbestos or lead prior to any work being done on the building.

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that the inspection needs to take place prior to any work being done at the Public Health building.  She informed the Commission that $185,000 was budgeted for the roof remodeling project and the cost of the asbestos and lead paint inspection will come out of this budget.

Rose Nyman, 121E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman informed CEO Ternes Daniels and the Commission that some of the Public Health employees are experiencing nausea and dizziness and is concerned these symptoms are being caused by black mold.  Lastly, she asked for clarification with regard to the Public Health Department’s budget.

CEO Ternes Daniels informed Ms. Nyman, as well as the Commission that she did speak with a Public Health employee regarding the possibility of black mold being present at the building.  CEO Ternes Daniels stated that she takes the concern very seriously and will take the necessary steps to have it checked.  With regard to the Public Health budget, she explained that the Public Health budget consists entirely of grants with the exception of some general fund dollars the County contributes.  In total, there are approximately eleven (11) grants.   The grant funds are disbursed quarterly while some have to be billed in order to receive the funds.  CEO Ternes Daniels stated she would be happy to review the Public Health budget with anyone should they have any questions or concerns.

Commission Chair Hart added that the Commission/County would be extremely remiss if the one building not worked over to ensure a healthy environment was the Public Health building.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve the TD&H Engineering Proposal to Provide and Asbestos and Lead Paint Inspection at the Public Health Building and Declare Option 3; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Appointment of Public Health Director

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that the interview/selection committee included herself, Commissioner Lux-Burt, Carl Nyman (because of the tremendous coordination between Superfund and the Public Health Department), and Linda Best, RN, Interim Public Health Director.  She stated it was with great pleasure to recommend Katherine Basirico for appointment as the new Public Health Director.  She went on to thank Linda Best for all of her hard work over the past few years.  She stated that Linda has worked hard to secure grant funding in order to create new programs, which, in turn, has created new jobs in the community.

County Attorney Krakowka wished Katherine Basirico good luck.  He stated she is biting into a big job but that he has confidence that she will do a great job.

Katherine Basirico, 102 Locust:  Ms. Basirico thanked the hiring committee for their recommendation.  She went on to state that Linda Best has done an amazing job at the Public Health Department, saying she has “tremendous shoes to fill.”  She informed the Commission that she will do her best to move Public Health into a new era if it is their pleasure to appoint her to the position.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she was on the hiring committee and that Katherine came through with flying colors.  She is very impressed by Katherine and has had the opportunity to work with her over the years on the Public Health Board and on the Superfund.  Commissioner Lux-Burt stated that Ms. Basirico has a love of this community and many qualities that are rare to find that are important to have in a position like this.  She went on to inform the Commission that Ms. Basirico is currently working on her Master’s Degree in Public Health.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to appoint Katherine Basirico as the Public Health Director; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.




Public Health Department MultiPlan Health Network Contract for Billing of Insurance Claims

CEO Ternes Daniels explained that this is the first time the County is contracting with this preferred provider.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve the Public Health Department MultiPlan Health Network Contract for Billing of Insurance Claims; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Special Event Permit for the Ancient Order of Hibernians’ St. Patrick’s Day Race

Commissioner Vermeire asked for clarification regarding the certificate of insurance.  CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that the Hibernians’ insurance does not expire until March 8, 2015 and therefore, they will not be receiving their new insurance certificate until mid-February.

County Attorney Krakowka recommended approving the Special Event Permit on contingency as the Hibernians have always provided the appropriate insurance in the past.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve the Special Event Permit for the Ancient Order of Hibernians’ St. Patrick’s Day Race contingent upon receiving the proper insurance certificate; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Special Event Permit for the Ancient Order of Hibernians’ St. Patrick’s Day Parade

CEO Ternes Daniels stated that the Hibernians’ hold great events and the community enjoys participating in them.

Commissioner Mulvey confirmed that the parade begins at 2:00 p.m.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve the Special Event Permit for the Ancient Order of Hibernians’ St. Patrick’s Day Parade contingent upon receiving the proper insurance certificate; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Community Development Block Grant Public Facilities Application Request

CEO Ternes Daniels explained that it would be befitting to focus the CDBG Public Facilities Application to assist the LMI residents of the West Valley hook up to the sewer.  She stated that although the target area does not meet the 51% LMI requirement, anyone that would apply for the funds would have to meet the LMI requirement.  She informed the Commission that the maximum available for the grant is $450,000 and the CDBG program is extremely competitive.  She stated that once the application is complete, a second public hearing would be held and the Commission would have to approve submittal of the application.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to authorize the preparation of a Community Development Block Grant Application for the West Valley Sewer Service Lines; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt. 

	Motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

A. Resolution No. 15-05, a Resolution to Create an Account Budget for the Anaconda Deer Lodge County Government Review Study Commission Board

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that the purpose of this Resolution is to create this year’s budget for the Study Commission.  The majority of the budget for this year was for training.  

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve Resolution 15-05; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

B. Supplementary Agreement between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and Stahly Engineering & Associates for Project Development and Design for CTEP Federal Aid Project No. 8834, STPE 12(202) – Mill Creek Pedestrian Bridge

CEO Ternes Daniels stated that this project was previously approved by the Commission.  The Supplementary Agreement allows Stahly Engineering to provide project development, design and construction of a pedestrian bridge over Willow Creek as part of the Mill Creek Highway Project.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve the Supplementary Agreement between Anaconda Deer Lodge County and Stahly Engineering & Associates; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

C. Sewer System Revenue Bond (DNRC Water Pollution Control State Revolving Fund Program) 	
Series 2015 to Finance Certain Improvements to Anaconda Deer Lodge County’s Sewer System

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that this is an agreement with Dorsey & Whitney, ADLC’s Bond Counsel, allowing Dorsey & Whitney to act as ADLC’s Bond Counsel for the second phase of the West Valley Sewer Project.   She stated there will be Resolutions forthcoming to approve the bonds.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve Dorsey & Whitney to be the Bond Counsel for Anaconda Deer Lodge County; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.
