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Present:  Commission Chair Hart, Commissioner Mulvey, Commissioner Lux-Burt, Commissioner Vermeire, Commissioner Smith, CEO Ternes Daniels, and County Attorney Krakowka

Others Present:  Julie Hoffman, Clerk of Commission and Kathie Miller, Anaconda Leader

Commission Chair Hart called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. and explained the Commission Rules of Procedure.

Discussion – Award of Bid for A-DLC Head Start School Bus (one bid from Harthley’s in the amount of $68,500)

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission Head Start received one bid from Harthley’s.  The bid met all specifications and is in the amount of $68,500.  As stated in her memo to the Commission, Gail Mickey, Head Start Director, recommends acceptance of the bid in order to move forward as soon as possible.  CEO Ternes Daniels stated the bus will not be delivered until late November to mid-December.

Commissioner Lux-Burt asked if this was in Head Start’s budget.  CEO Ternes Daniels stated it came in as an amendment to their budget.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Task Order No. 16 to DOWL Professional Services Term Agreement No. 04-HKM-0420 to Refurbish Anaconda’s Wastewater Treatment Plant

Ed Janney informed the Commission this Task Order is to refurbish Anaconda’s wastewater treatment plant.  The plant consists of two lagoons, a pre-treatment facility and a septage receiving stations.  The project entails emptying both lagoons, removing and disposing of the sludge, removing and replacing the geomembrane liners for the lagoons, removing the air distribution laterals and static tube aerators and replacing them with a new, high-efficiency aeration system, refurbishment or replacement of existing aeration system blowers, and upgrades to the septage receiving station.  In addition, a new security gate will be installed and upgrades to the heating system will occur.

Mr. Janney informed the Commission the Water Pollution Control State Revolving Fund (SRF) is the proposed lending agency for the project.  This is the same loan program that has been used to fund the West Valley Sewer Project.  The estimated cost of the project is $3,570.000.  Mr. Janney suggested adding in the engineer’s cost of $496,654.00 to the loan as it will ultimately save money.  He stated sewer fees are $26.25 per month.  The total impact of the project to the sewer rate is $23.29, which means approximately $3.00 is going into reserve for emergencies and future projects.  Mr. Janney expects construction to begin in March 2016.  

Mr. Janney went on to state he met with the Ueland’s last week with regard to irrigation concerns and their interest in purchasing the sludge from the lagoon.  Mr. Janney stated there are still some things left to negotiate with respect to the irrigation ditch and buffer zones.  He recommended these things be in place prior to the Commission approving the task order.

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission this project was to be completed this year.  However, the determination was made to complete the West Valley Sewer project first.  CEO Ternes Daniels stated it may benefit the County to include the engineer’s cost in the project.  She stated this task order is imperative as the water plant is 30 years old.  CEO Ternes Daniels also expressed some concern with regard to the Uelands.  She agreed with Mr. Janney that it would be a good idea to have an agreement in place with them prior to the Commission approving the task order.

Ed Janney stated tabling the task order for two to four weeks would not cause an issue with the timeline.

Rose Nyman, 121 E 3rd:  Ms. Nyman stated it was her understanding that when the sewer system fees increased it was supposed to generate enough revenue to pay for repairs to the plant.  Mr. Janney informed her that the County was always looking at a loan for the plant.

Commissioner Lux-Burt asked if there was a reason why there was a hold up with the Ueland’s.  Mr. Janney stated he should have been more proactive getting the agreement signed.  He stated the discussion he had with them on Friday did give him great hope as they indicated they were interested in the sludge.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated she would like to see an updated timeline come back before the Commission.

Discussion – Amendment No. 3 to the DOWL Standard Agreement for Professional Services No. 04-HKM-0420 to Extend the Agreement to January 31, 2019

Ed Janney informed the Commission this is an amendment to the Master Service Agreement which expires January 31, 2016.  DOWL is proposing a 3-year extension to coincide with the Wastewater Treatment Plant Project.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the County needs to see this project through and stated she concurs with the extension.

Commission Lux-Burt stated Ed has done a great job and sees no problem with extending the Agreement.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Third Extension Agreement (Weed MOU) between Anaconda-Deer Lodge County and Atlantic Richfield Company

Carl Nyman, Superfund Coordinator, informed the Commission this agreement is tied to the 1994 Conveyance Agreement wherein Anaconda-Deer Lodge County agreed to perform O&M activities.  This particular agreement allows the County to be reimbursed by ARCO, but obligates the County to perform the activities detailed in the agreement.  Mr. Nyman stated $3,000.00 is being carried over from the previous agreement and this agreement calls for another $30,000.00 in funding.  He stated Jay Slocum with WET has been working with ARCO to identify the scope of work.  Last year, the County hired a contractor to do the work and will do the same this year.

CEO Ternes Daniels introduced Michael Marker, ADLC Weed Coordinator, and informed the Commission his crew has been going out and spraying and getting back on track.  She stated the Weed Department has a full crew and she expects things to go a little smoother than last year.

Carl Nyman stated he will meet with Michael Marker to explain the full scope of the ARCO agreement and make him aware of the County’s obligations because it changes from year to year.

	This item is on the agenda for the Special Meeting immediately following the Work Session.

Discussion – Family Planning Agreement between Anaconda-Deer Lodge County and Butte-Silver Bow County

Katherine Basirico, Public Health Director, informed the Commission this is an agreement the counties enter into on an annual basis.

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission there are still some issues with the agreement, and County Attorney Krakowka has been reviewing it.  She stated Butte-Silver Bow typically contributes $4700.00.  However, the program itself has changed.  CEO Ternes Daniels recommended placing the item on the agenda but stated she will have more information available for the Commission at next week’s meeting.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – MS 7550 Minor Subdivision Final Approval

Doug Clark, Planning Director, informed the Commission this parcel is owned by Southern Cross, LLC.  It is a mining claim that exists to the north/northeast of St. Timothy’s.  The proposed minor subdivision will consist of two lots, neither of which will ever be developed.  The subdivision is exempt from DEQ review.  Restrictive covenants state that both parcels will remain undeveloped and lot 2 is limited to open space only.  Agreements are in place between ARCO and Southern Cross which gives ARCO the right to access lot 2 to ensure it is being used as open space only.  ARCO is asking for a variance so that the roads leading to the lots cannot be dedicated for public use.  The Planning Board deemed this to be a reasonable request.  Therefore, the County will not be responsible for maintaining these roads.  Mr. Clark informed the Commission that the three conditions the Planning Board set for approval have been met – weed control plan, variance letter, and the access issue for lot 2.  Therefore, Planning Board and Staff are recommending the Commission grant full approval.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Appointment to the Tax Appeal Board (Bob Nelson has requested appointment; 1 vacancy, 3-year term) 

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission her office received a letter from Mr. Nelson expressing interest to serve on the Tax Protest Board.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Appointment to the Public Housing Authority Board (Melanie Armstrong has requested appointment; 1 vacancy, 5-year term)

CEO Ternes Daniels stated Ms. Armstrong makes an interesting point about a tenant serving on the board.  She stated she will follow-up and check the bylaws.

County Attorney Krakowka stated he would like to see the bylaws as well.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Special Event Permit for Lil’ Copperhead Wrestling Club Co-Ed Softball Tournament

Per Heather Edwards’ memo to the Commission, this event will take place at the Charlotte Yeoman Complex, July 24th through July 26th.  

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the insurance is in order and this event is a fundraiser for Lil’ Copperhead Wrestling.

Commission Chair Hart remarked that the insurance is being provided by ASA and questioned whether Lil’ Copperhead Wrestling can use ASA insurance for the event.

County Attorney Krakowka stated Mr. Hill provides the insurance every year for this event and inevitably when a call is placed to the insurance company it is verified.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated she will double check the insurance prior to next week’s meeting.

	Item placed on the agenda.

MISCELLANEOUS

Commissioner Lux-Burt

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she received calls over the weekend regarding camping in Washoe Park, blocking of vehicles, and complaints about behavior in Washoe – all stemming from Goosetown.  In addition, she also had contact with Angela Smith, the director at the fish hatchery, via Facebook.  Ms. Smith’s main concerns were the fireworks.  Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she went to one of the games and smelled smoke.  She was later told that someone smelled marijuana.  She also witnessed someone urinating in the park.  She stated there was trash everywhere and she did not see any security anywhere.  Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she likes the tournament and the money it brings into the community.   However, she stated Washoe Park is one of our treasures and believes the camping is abusive of the park and neighborhood.  She proposed finding a better place for camping, perhaps east of town, as she does not like the way the park is taken over and trashed.

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission she has not had an opportunity to speak with John Leo about Goosetown.  She stated it may behoove the Commission to bring in Bill Hill for a debriefing and talk about ways to do things differently.  She stated pool personnel had concerns and took it upon themselves to spend the night at the pool.   She stated she was disturbed about the fireworks because there is a ban on them and fireworks are never allowed in the parks.   The fire chief did inform her no one parked in the fire lanes.  CEO Ternes Daniels has not had a chance to speak with Chief Tim Barkell.

Commission Chair Hart stated he would like Bill Hill to be present at the next Work Session.

Commissioner Mulvey

Commissioner Mulvey stated she received a phone call from a gentleman who was quite upset about Goosetown/Washoe Park.  He asked if Bill Hill had a business license because he sells t-shirts and hats and also asked if he provides worker’s comp insurance for his temporary employees.  She stated she drove through Washoe Park and it was nothing but wall-to-wall tents.  Commissioner Mulvey believes some of the money generated from Goosetown should go to the County.  She believes the behavior is out of control.  She stated there was no MIDAC unit this year to curb drinking.  

CEO Ternes Daniels

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that Dan Manson, Superfund attorney, would like to discuss a federal court-ordered confidentiality agreement between ADLC, EPA and ARCO.  In order to do so, it will require a closed session.

Carl Nyman, Superfund Coordinator, stated this is necessary in order for the County to participate in consent-decree negotiations.  He stated once it gets to the point where all parties are reaching a general consensus in the negotiations, it will be subject to public notice/hearings.

Commission Chair Hart asked County Attorney Krakowka if it meets statutory requirements for a closed session.  County Attorney Krakowka informed him that it does as it is an order from a federal judge and it is dealing with confidential attorney/client information.

County Attorney Krakowka

County Attorney Krakowka handed out updated copies of Ordinances 242 and 243.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Rose Nyman, 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman asked for clarification with regard to the “Noise Ordinance” and what time it goes into effect.  Commission Chair Hart stated it goes into effect at 10 p.m.  Ms. Nyman stated she was disappointed the MIDAC unit was not available this year as it does serve as a deterrent.  She stated Angela Smith is a quality person and must have had her back to the wall if she complained.  Ms. Nyman stated younger crowds have different boundaries and do not understand how they are impacting the neighborhood.   She stated Goosetown is a quandary, but some of the same problems exist with Art in the Park.

Ms. Nyman stated if she remembered correctly, if two government entities are meeting, it must be open to the public.

Mike Burt, 369 Highpark Dr.:  Mr. Burt informed the Commission he had his granddaughter and grandson with him in the car at Washoe.  His granddaughter said “that man is going potty outside.”  Mr. Burt stated he witnessed a man throwing glass beer bottles into the trash – he missed and the bottles broke.  He stated he confronted a woman who was smoking and the woman said “F you.”  The man she was with grabbed his crotch and said “smoke this.”  Mr. Burt does not believe Washoe Park needs to be used as a venue for Goosetown.  He does not believe the County owes Bill Hill Washoe Park as a venue, but the County does own the citizens of Anaconda a place to enjoy.
