Commission Chair Hart called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m. and explained the Commission Rules of Procedure.

Discussion – Invitation to Bid for Anaconda-Deer Lodge County, RDU3 Storm Water Plan, AFFCO Storm Water Ditch Upgrade Project

Steve Anderson with Water & Environmental Technologies (WET) informed the Commission the storm drain at AFFCO is currently full of sediment.  This project entails redoing the main portions of the storm water system and installing approximately 2,800 feet of new sewer pipe.  

CEO Ternes Daniels stated she is glad to see this project moving forward.  She informed the Commission that Julie Hoffman and Steve Anderson worked together to make some corrections on the bid documents.  CEO Ternes Daniels stated ARCO paid the County to get this project done.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she is glad to see this going forward.  She asked Mr. Anderson when the project will happen.  Mr. Anderson stated the project will begin the end of September or beginning of October and take approximately 4 to 6 weeks to complete.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Lease Agreement between Anaconda-Deer Lodge County and the State of Montana, Department of Revenue for the Department of Revenue to lease space at 800 Main Street, Anaconda, Montana

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission the purpose of this lease is for the Department of Revenue to have a local office in Anaconda-Deer Lodge County to serve our community.  She stated the only thing that has changed in the lease is the rate per square root which has gone from $8.40 to $8.63 per square foot.

County Attorney Krakowka stated he has not had the opportunity to review the lease but stated there is really no room to negotiate with the state.

	Item placed on the agenda.




Discussion – Federal Aviation Grant (AIP 3-30-0002-017-2015) for the Design of a New Wildlife Fence and Land Purchase

Shaun Shea with Morrison Maierle informed the Commission the grant application is standard for the FAA.  He stated they are in the process of finishing the environmental assessment in order to move forward with purchasing land from the Ueland’s.  Once this process is complete the new wildlife fence can be erected.  The grant is in the amount of $132,000.00.  Of that, $118,800 comes from the FAA and $13,200 is match from Anaconda-Deer Lodge County.

CEO Ternes Daniels asked Mr. Shea if the County’s match could be met by applying for a grant through the Montana Aeronautics program.  Mr. Shea indicated it could.  CEO Ternes Daniels went on to thank Mr. Shea and Jim Novak for their hard work.  She stated the wildlife fence is critical for the airport.  She stated she was at the airport with an FAA inspector when 40 head of elk went across one of the runways.  She added that with all of the remediation and restoration that has taken place near the airport it has become more like a wildlife sanctuary.

County Attorney Krakowka stated the wildlife fence is needed so the airport can function and not put the pilot’s lives at risk.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she has been told repeatedly that the airport is a jewel and hidden treasure.  She stated she appreciates all that Jim Novak has done to manage it and appreciates all that Shaun Shea has done to get grants.

Commissioner Vermeire questioned Mr. Shea if things had been worked out with the tribes regarding the archaeological site between the airport and Warm Springs.  Mr. Shea stated the FAA has been working with the tribes and they have come to a consensus.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Final Approval of the Airport Layout Plan

Shaun Shea presented the Airport Layout Plan to the Commission via a PowerPoint presentation.  He stated the plans included future ramp expansion, the wildlife fence and the land acquisition which is approximately 6,000 feet long that will be purchased with the grant discussed above.  He stated the approval process for the plan has been ongoing for approximately two years due to FAA regulations changes.

Commissioner Lux-Burt inquired into the status of building a fuel farm at the airport and Shaun Shea stated once the fence and safety issues are taken care of the fuel farm will be the next thing to happen.

CEO Ternes Daniels asked if an analysis and a business plan need to be done for a fuel farm if FAA funds are involved.  Shaun Shea advised that a business plan needs to be done to explain the need for it.  CEO Ternes Daniels stated the County needs to have fuel at the airport and the County must determine if a fuel farm would be able to pay for itself.  She added that everyone involved with all of the airport projects has done a tremendous job.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Resolution No. 15-20, a Resolution Authorizing Agents to Acquire Federal Surplus Property from the State of Montana, Property & Surplus Bureau for Anaconda-Deer Lodge County

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission this resolution allows for certain County employees to acquire federal surplus property from the State.  She stated she would like to add Tim Barkell and Kurt Wyant to the list in addition to Wayne Wendt.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Submittal of a Montana Transportation Alternatives Program Grant

CEO Ternes Daniels thanked the Commission for calling a Special Meeting to approve this grant.  She stated this grant is the new version of the old CTEP funding.  She stated this year is a statewide competition for funds and not many communities have applied.  If awarded, these grant funds would be used to refurbish approximately 18 lights from Main to Cedar.

Item placed on the agenda for the Commission Special Meeting immediately following this Work Session.

Discussion – Resolution No. 15-21, a Resolution to Continue Anaconda-Deer Lodge County’s Investment in its Historic Lighting System

CEO Ternes Daniels stated this resolution goes along with the grant to reaffirm A-DLC’s commitment to its investment in the historic lighting system.  She stated the County borrowed $1 million last year for the lighting project for the west end.

Item placed on the agenda for the Commission Special Meeting immediately following this Work Session.

Discussion – Appointment/Reappointment to the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Planning Board (1 vacancy; 2-year term)

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that Mary Murphy has requested reappointment to the Planning Board.  She stated the Planning Board often has challenges and thanked those who take on those responsibilities.

Commissioner Mulvey stated she knows Mary and she does a fantastic job.

	Item placed on the agenda.

Discussion – Special Event Permit for Dee Motors’ Car Wars

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission this event will take place September 9th through September 12th from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. each day at Benny Goodman.  She stated the insurance was in order.

Commissioner Lux-Burt asked if cars will be parking on the grass.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated she and John Leo did have a discussion regarding the cars and he did express concern about the cars being on the grass.  She stated the Commission does need to think about these kinds of events on the grass and may want to think about doing these kinds of events differently.

MISCELLANEOUS

Commissioner Lux Burt

Commissioner Lux-Burt spoke with Mr. Zinke who is very concerned about the speed limit at Georgetown Lake between the Brown Derby and the dam.  She stated a moose was hit last week.  She informed the Commission Mr. Zinke spoke with the DOT who suggested he begin at the local level.  Mr. Zinke may come before the Commission in the next few weeks.

CEO Ternes Daniels

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Fire Council received a Volunteer Fire and Rural Assistance Grant totaling $9,000.00 to be used for firefighting equipment.  This amount is split between five fire departments.  The Anaconda Fire Department received $1,800.00.  The grant requires a $200.00 match.  She stated RJ Tocher is requesting the Commission accept the grant and approve the $200.00 match.

	Item placed on the agenda.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Carl Nyman, Superfund Coordinator:  Carl Nyman informed the Commission the East Yards Subdivision received DEQ approval today and it happened in less than 60 days.  He stated final approval of the East Yards Subdivision will be on the agenda in the next few weeks.  The next step is to do a traffic study.  Mr. Nyman thanked Patty Hamblock and Jay Slocum of WET for doing such a fantastic job with this project.

Commission Chair Hart stated it is almost unheard of to get DEQ approval in less than 120 days without demerits.  Carl Nyman stated Patty Hamblock is very good at this and has skills and ways of interacting with people in these kinds of situations.  He stated WET is a really good fit for the county and everyone who works there has a great work ethic.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated people rolled up their sleeves and it has been an interesting and challenging project with the County being both the developer and reviewer.  She stated she firmly believes we will see Shopko down there at some point in time.

Angela Smith – 604 W. Pennsylvania:  Ms. Smith expressed concern with regard to Goosetown and noise.  She stated she hopes the Commission can discuss having earlier quiet hours at the park and no fireworks at all during the tournament.  She does not believe anything drastic has to happen but something realistic for those that live around the park.  She stated she had some neighbors visit with her who were pretty happy that she sent something out on social media.  She stated that things got pretty destructive over that weekend.

Commission Chair Hart informed Ms. Smith that the Commission is looking into the issues surrounding Goosetown as it did have other comments a few weeks ago.  He stated the Commission will be discussing it with Mr. Hill to determine what works and what doesn’t work for future Goosetown tournaments and other large events.
