Commission Meeting Minutes 
6:00 p.m. APRIL 7, 2015
Courthouse Courtroom

Present: Commission Chair Hart, Commissioner Mulvey, Commissioner Lux-Burt, Commission Vice-Chair Vermeire, Commissioner Smith, CEO Ternes Daniels, and County Attorney Krakowka.

Others Present:  Julie Hoffman, Clerk of Commission and Kathie Miller, Anaconda Leader

Commission Chair Hart called the meeting to order at 6:06 p.m. and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
 
Commission Chair Hart explained the Commission Rules of Procedure.

Approval of Minutes for the Commission Meeting of March 17, 2015 and the Commission Work Session of March 24, 2015.

Commission Chair Hart noted that Doug Clark, Planning Director made changes to the March 17, 2015 minutes with regard to the 1880s Ranch Subdivision discussion.  Mr. Clark stated that he wanted to ensure that the details and context of the discussion were reflected in the record.  Commission Chair Hart requested that Julie Hoffman, Clerk of Commission, review the recording of the March 17, 2015 meeting to ensure that Mr. Clark’s changes reflect the discussion that took place.

CEO Ternes Daniels requested a minor change to the discussion regarding Anderson Zurmuehlen at the March 24, 2015 Work Session along with a spelling change to a last name.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve the minutes with the changes noted above for the Commission Meeting of March 17, 2015 and the Commission Work Session of March 24, 2015; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.
	
Motion carried unanimously.

Approval of Claims 

Commissioner Vermeire moved to authorize payment of claims numbered 119190 through 119308 in the amount of $153,864.69; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

Motion carried unanimously.

Reports of Boards, Officials, Committees, etc.

· Commissioner Smith had nothing to report.

· Commissioner Vermeire attended an Airport Board Meeting.  However, there was no quorum.  He attended a meeting regarding the website, and a HRC Board Meeting in Butte.  He stated that the last two Solid Waste Board Meetings have been cancelled.

· Commissioner Lux-Burt attended an emergency Public Health Board Meeting.  The meeting was called in order to vote on several things that could not wait until the next regularly scheduled meeting.

· Commissioner Mulvey attended the Western Montana Mental Health Center Board Meeting.

· Commissioner Hart attended a meeting regarding the website.

· CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission she has been attending to the normal day-to-day business of the County.

· County Attorney Krakowka was not present for this portion of the meeting.

PUBLIC HEARING

Community Development Block Grant Funds

At this time the Commission could hold its second public hearing to obtain public comments regarding the proposed application for a public facilities project that will provide assistance to low-moderate income households with the associated cost of connecting to the new sewer lines in the West Valley.

Commissioner Hart opened the Public Hearing at 6:15 p.m.

Judie Tilman – Ms. Tilman is the contracted grant writer for the CDBG Application for Anaconda-Deer Lodge County.  Ms. Tilman informed the public and the Commission that the first public hearing with regard to CDBG was held on January 20, 2015.  The purpose of the first public hearing was to obtain citizen input to determine community needs and priorities.  At its February 3, 2015 meeting, the Commission unanimously voted to moved forward with a CDBG application to assist low-moderate income families with the cost of hooking up to the West Valley sewer.  Ms. Tilman stated that the purpose of the second public hearing is to provide an overview of the application and costs associated with the West Valley Sewer Phase 2, and to provide a brief description of the financial assistance that will be available if the application is approved.

Ed Janney – DOWL – Mr. Janney informed the public and the Commission that the average cost to hook up to the sewer in Phase I was approximately $3,000.00.  He stated that Phase 2 includes 258 service connections.  He expects construction to begin mid-to-late May with mainline construction being complete by December 2015.   He stated that service connections will begin in Spring 2016 for CDBG funding but will begin in late Summer and Fall 2015 for those residents who will utilize other funding sources.  He stated it will take two years to complete all service connections.  The total project budget is estimated at $932,982.00.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Judie Tilman – Ms. Tilman went over the application budget explaining both the CDBG and ADLC funds and their uses.  The total being requested from CDBG is $450,000 and the total ADLC commitment is $482,982.  Ms. Tilman informed the public and the Commission that in order to qualify for CDBG financial assistance, residents must meet 2015 HUD income guidelines.  If a resident does not meet these guidelines, then they will be referred to the ADLC low interest loan program which will be administered by the County.  This loan will be paid back semi-annually as a surcharge on sewer fees which will appear on tax statements.  She added that homeowners taking advantage of the CDBG assistance program will enter into an agreement stating they will pay ADLC back if they sell their home within 5 years of receiving CDBG assistance.  In addition, rental properties are also eligible for assistance if the tenants meet the HUD income guidelines.  However, the owner of the rental property must also enter into the agreement and must also enter into an agreement not to raise rent above the fair market rate and must also notify the County within 30 days if the renter moves out.  In addition, the rental property must be occupied by low-moderate income persons.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Ed Dulaney – 701 E. 5th:  Mr. Dulaney asked for clarification with regard to the difference between the CDBG assistance and the low interest loan program.  Ms. Tilman clarified that the CDBG assistance would be a grant based on income and the low interest loan would be administered by the County and available to those who are not eligible for CDBG assistance.

Jane Dierenfeldt – 433 Ashley Drive:  Ms. Dierenfeldt stated she supports the application because it will be helpful to people who are low-moderate income to have access to these kinds of grants and funding in order to hook up to the West Valley sewer.

Jim Davison – 609 E. Commercial:  Mr. Davison stated he supports the application because the residents need it.  He stated the County used forward thinking to offer the loan program.

Rose Nyman – 121 E. 3rd: Ms. Nyman stated she did not hear any mention as to which budget this would come out of with regard to the County’s share.

Judie Tilman stated that the County’s share will come from the Wastewater/Enterprise Fund.

Commissioner Hart called for public comment three more times.  After no additional public comment, the public hearing closed at 6:38 p.m.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Addendum No. 2 to Engagement Letter Dated October 21, 2014 with Anderson Zurmuehlen & CO., P.C. to Review and Analyze the Proper Reporting to PERS

CEO Ternes Daniels stated that Mr. Woy was here on March 24, 2015 to discuss this Addendum.  She informed the Commission that the purpose of the Addendum is to resolve some discrepancies with regard to contributions paid into PERS by the County.  She stated the issue was brought to the attention of the County by the Montana PERS office regarding an individual who was nearing retirement.  She stated it looks as if the County overpaid into PERS.  Anderson Zurmuehlen expects to complete the review/analysis by mid-to-late May.  She stated the cost to complete the analysis is approximately $20,000.00.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve the Addendum No. 2 to Engagement Letter Dated October 21, 2014 with Anderson Zurmuehlen & CO., P.C. to Review and Analyze the Proper Reporting to PERS; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Head Start Student Recruitment/Enrollment Application Revision

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Head Start Student Recruitment/Enrollment Application Revision; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Award of Bid for Water System Improvements Project – Transmission Mains (H&H Contracting, Downing Construction, Mungas CO., Noble Excavating, NW Construction, Western Municipal, & Williams Civil submitted bids.  Noble Excavating had the lowest bid but was determined to be non-responsive and/or non-conforming; H&H Contracting was the next low bidder)

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she is glad to see H&H Contracting getting the Award of Bid.  She stated she has heard nothing but good things about H&H and believes they will do a good job.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated she is glad to see the project get underway and continue with the water main replacements.  She informed the Commission that H&H Contracting came in substantially under the Engineer’s Estimate.

Chris Hansen, H&H Contracting:  Mr. Hansen thanked the Commission and CEO Ternes Daniels for awarding the job to H&H.  He stated he appreciated it and looks forward to getting started.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to Award the Bid for Water System Improvements Project – Transmission Mains to H&H Contracting at the Bid Amount of $1,348,873.00.

	Motion carried unanimously.

State of Montana Agreement – Contract between the Montana State Historic Preservation Office and Anaconda-Deer Lodge County for Certified Local Government Funding

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that this grant is in the amount of $1500 and will be used to assist the Historic Resources Board in its preservation efforts for Anaconda-Deer Lodge County.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve the State of Montana Agreement – Contract between the Montana State Historic Preservation Office and Anaconda-Deer Lodge County for Certified Local Government Funding; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Memorandum of Understanding for Mutual Aid in a Public Health Surge Capacity Event between Anaconda-Deer Lodge County, Beaverhead County, Butte-Silver Bow County, Gallatin County, Jefferson County, Lewis and Clark County, and Madison County

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she is glad to see this agreement move forward and believes it is important for small counties to work together and share resources.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the Public Health Director did a fine job going over this agreement at the Work Session.   CEO Ternes Daniels encouraged approval of this agreement.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve the Memorandum of Understanding for Mutual Aid in a Public Health Surge Capacity Event between Anaconda-Deer Lodge County, Beaverhead County, Butte-Silver Bow County, Gallatin County, Jefferson County, Lewis and Clark County, and Madison County; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 15-09, a Resolution to Accept a Bid Proposal and List Terms and Stipulations of Sale Property that has been Sold at a Tax Deed Land Sale Auction (for the property at 400 Chestnut Street; Parcel Code 74000)  No bids were received on this property.

Rose Nyman – 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman stated she had the opportunity to speak with Pastor Masters regarding the Food Bank.  She stated that the church is encouraging the Food Bank to move out of the basement of the church.  The Board of the church is interested in the possibility of this piece of property being donated to the Food Bank.  She stated that the Food Bank does have some funding but not enough to make a mortgage payment.

Commission Chair Hart stated the building does need substantial repairs.

Eric Hoiland, Treasurer informed Ms. Nyman and the Commission that the building is in the County’s possession and Dusty McKenney, Building Inspector, can get into the building and assess its condition.

Commissioner Lux Burt moved to indefinitely postpone Resolution 15-09; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 15-10, a Resolution to Accept a Bid Proposal and List Terms and Stipulations of Sale Property that has been Sold at a Tax Deed Land Sale Auction (for the property at 500 Alder Street; Parcel Code 217700)

Eric Hoiland, Treasurer, informed the Commission that two bids were received on this property.  He stated the high bid was for $8131.00 from Mark Bartlett who intends to turn it into a rental property.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated it is good to see that the property has value to people in the community and that it will be turned into a home again.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve Resolution 15-10; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.





Proclamation for the 2015 Mayors and County Day of Recognition of National Service

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she is very much in support of this Proclamation.    Commissioner Lux-Burt stated that she is grateful for all of the volunteers in our community and that the County could not function as well as it does without all of the volunteers.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated she cannot imagine how all the projects would get done without volunteers.

County Attorney Krakowka stated that volunteers help get things done in our community and keep things moving in a positive direction.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve the Proclamation for the 2015 Mayors and County Day of Recognition of National Service; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Award of Bid for Washoe Park/Hefner’s Dam Project (R&S Johnson, H&H Contracting and Jordan Contracting submitted bids.  Jordan Contracting was the low bidder and is in conformance with the bid requirements)

Commissioner Lux-Burt informed the Commission that she will abstain from voting because her son is employed by a subcontractor who does work for Jordan Contracting.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated she is very excited to see the Washoe Park/Hefner’s Dam project move forward.  She stated she was glad to see local contractors go after the work.  She encouraged the Commission to award the bid to Jordan Contracting.

Doug Clark, Planning Director – Mr. Clark informed the Commission that the Hefner’s Dam portion of the project had to be adjusted in order to meet the permitting standards of the Army Corps of Engineers.  Therefore, no dredging of any portion of Hefner’s Dam can take place for a fishing pond.  However, the trails around Hefner’s Dam will still be completed.  Mr. Clark stated that it was made clear in the bid documents that portions of the project were still under review with regard to the permitting process and may not be completed as initially bid.  He stated that he anticipates the Washoe Park path being done first while the permitting requirements the Army Corps of Engineers are being completed.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to award the bid for the Washoe Park/Hefner’s Dam Project to Jordan Contracting at the Bid Amount of $1,163,566.75; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried by 4 votes in favor, 0 opposed with Commissioner Lux-Burt abstaining.

NEW BUSINESS

A. Resolution No. 15-13, a Resolution Authorizing Application and Commitment of Matching Funds for a Community Development Block Fund Grant to Assist LMI Property Owners in the West Valley with the Associated Costs of Hooking Up to the ADLC Centralized Wastewater Treatment System.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she is excited to see this grant application moving forward.  She stated that most of the calls she has received regarding this project have been from people who are concerned about the cost of hooking up to the sewer.  She stated that the cost has been an unknown and it scares people.  She added that she is glad the County is doing everything it possibly can to assist the residents of the West Valley.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated she strongly supports the CDBG application.  She stated this project has been a major undertaking and this grant would go a long way in helping folks out.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve Resolution No. 15-13, seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

County Attorney Krakowka gave his apologies for arriving late to the meeting.  He informed the Commission he attended the DUI Task Force Meeting and a CPS Meeting.  He also informed the Commission that his office was able to purchase a new projector this week which will allow them to present multimedia presentations at jury trials.  He added that Ellen Donohue, Deputy County Attorney, is taking a week of vacation which would not have been possible in the past.  He thanked the Commission for adding a second Deputy County Attorney position.
