Commission Chair Hart called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
 
Commission Chair Hart explained the Commission Rules of Procedure.

Approval of Minutes from the Commission Meeting of May 5, 2015, the Commission Work Session of May 12, 2015 and the Special Meeting of May 12, 2015

CEO Ternes Daniels noted the date on the minutes from the Special Meeting of May 12, 2015 was listed incorrectly.  Clerk of Commission Julie Hoffman noted the change.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve the minutes from the Commission Meeting of May 5, 2015, the Commission Work Session of May 12, 2015 and the Special Meeting of May 12, 2015 with the change noted by CEO Ternes Daniels; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

Motion carried unanimously.

Approval of Claims 

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve the payment of claims numbered 119591 through 119702 in the amount of $226,552.21; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

Motion carried unanimously.

Reports of Boards, Officials, Committees, etc.

Commissioner Mulvey attended the DUI Task Force Meeting.

Commissioner Smith attended the Greenway Service District Board Meeting.

Commissioner Lux-Burt attended the Tree Planting Ceremony in Kennedy Common.

Commission Chair Hart attended the Study Commission Meeting.

CEO Ternes Daniels reported she has been busy with day-to-day operations of the County.

County Attorney Krakowka attended the DUI Task Force Meeting and an Adult Protective Services Meeting.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Ordinance No. 240, an Ordinance Amending the Old Works Golf Course Authority Board

Carl Nyman, Superfund Coordinator informed the Commission one of the provisions of the agreement the County entered into with Arco in December 2014, it states “On or before June 30, 2015, ADL shall, subject to Commission approval, adopt such amendments to Ordinance 126 which may be necessary to allow but not mandate direct financial support from ADL to the Authority for the operation and maintenance of the Old Works Golf Course.”  Mr. Nyman stated he would be glad to answer any questions and take into account any guidance the Commission could offer with regard to the Ordinance.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the golf course was a vision in the early 90’s and stated it turned an area that was full of smelter waste and turned it into an amenity for the community.  She stated the golf course has put Anaconda on the map.  Ms. Daniels stated the information that was available in the early 90’s was not quite realistic.  However, she stated she cannot imagine this community without the golf course.  Ms. Daniels reiterated that this ordinance does not commit the county to contributing any funds to the golf course.  However, it does provide a vehicle for the county to accept funds from the global settlement.

Commissioner Vermeire stated the original business plan for the golf course included building lodging and an RV park for people to stay and play.  He stated these two things not being built hurt the golf course.  He added that a developer is chomping at the bit to put in an RV park and the ball is in the county’s court.  

Commission Chair Hart stated he has reservations about taxpayer money being used to help fund the golf course.  He stated the golf course is supposed to be self-supporting entity.  He expressed concern that the ordinance does not contain a provision giving the county discretion as to how the funds will be spent.  He stated the County’s focus is infrastructure and the next big expense will be the streets.  He stated he is extremely hard-pressed to approve people’s tax dollars for the golf course.

Ron Kristovich – 1902 Ogden:  Mr. Ogden stated he has lived in Anaconda for over 72 years.  He asked why it is that the Commission/city wants to condemn everything that gets put on the map.   He stated the golf course brings in people from Canada, England and Australia.  He stated it causes a domino effect for other businesses which provides a tax benefit for the county.  Mr. Kristovich stated when he goes to Arizona and mentions Anaconda, people immediately ask about Old Works.  He stated it is time to do something for our town.

Bill Finnegan – 421 Willow:  Mr. Finnegan is an Authority Board member.  He stated he has heard a lot of comments about whether the golf course is an economic benefit.  He stated a couple of business benefit directly as a result of Old Works.  He informed the Commission that Discovery is able to retain some of its most qualified employees because these same employees are able to work at Old Works during the summer.  He added that Community Hospital is the biggest employer in the County.  The hospital’s recruitment committee always mentions the golf course when recruiting providers.  He stated if the hospital did not have the golf course as a selling point, it would be a challenge to bring providers to the community.  In addition, these providers buy homes and pay taxes and contribute to the community.  He stated the revisions to the ordinance not only allow the county to offer financial support, but it also supports the employees and numerous other small businesses.

Mike King – 2001 Washoe:  Mr. King informed the Commission he was speaking as the President of the Authority Board.  He apologized for members of the Authority Board not being present at the Public Hearing.  He stated he is glad that the ordinance is a bone of contention because it shows that people in the community are paying attention.  Mr. King informed the Commission the golf course has never been mismanaged and every penny has always been accounted for.  He stated that every person that has served or is currently serving on the Board serves with the intent to make the golf course an asset for the community – an asset to be proud of.  He stated the community is suffering in many aspects.  The business sector and the golf course feed off of the economic sector.  He stated the golf course has done everything it can to decrease its expenses and is doing more with less every year.  Mr. King informed the Commission that 92% of the golf course’s revenue comes from outside of Deer Lodge County.  He stated the golf course offers discounted passes to help locals play at affordable prices.  He stated the golf course is an asset for our community.  He stated the people who work at the golf course are committed and dedicated and work as hard as they can.   He stated changing the ordinance makes a statement to ARCO that says as a community we are on the same page and recognize the golf course is an asset.

Faye Najjar – 119 W. Park:  Ms. Najjar is the owner of the Marcus Daly Motel and has lived in the community since 1977.  She stated the golf course is a major asset to her business.  20% of her revenue is directly related to the golf course.  She stated it would be devastating for her business and the community to see it close.  She stated her motel has offered golf packages over the past several years.  She added that the golf course is a major asset to the community and it helps businesses both directly and indirectly.

Clayton Evans – 517 Oak:  Mr. Evans stated there are great people in Anaconda and great people on the golf board.  He stated they have worked hard to make it work.  He expressed concern that eventually ARCO is going to stop paying for the golf course.  He stated his understanding is the golf course has not paid for itself since 1997.  In addition, it is his understanding the County just accepted loan funds in the amount of $750,000 from ARCO.  He does not believe it is fair to keep the golf course open with taxpayer money.  He asked whether it would be fair for the county to give funds to an adult book store to keep it in business.  He believes it is ARCO’s responsibility to remediate the County and the County should pay salaries and pensions.  He urged the Commission to vote no on the ordinance.

Tim Flynn – 106 Balsam:  Mr. Flynn informed the Commission he has been a longtime Board member and is familiar with the good days and bad days at Old Works.  He stated this change in the ordinance is not mandating the county to fund the golf course.  He stated the golf course has never asked the county for any money in the last 20 years and he hopes they never have to.  He stated Old Works spends about 1.4 million in the community each year in salaries and goods and services.  He stated Anaconda cannot afford to lose any businesses.  He stated Old Works is one business that continually brings money into the community.  

Blake Hempstead – 803 W. Park:  Mr. Hempstead provided disclosure that he is the Chair of the Parks and Recreation Board.  He stated Old Works should never be uttered in the same sentence as an adult book store.  He informed the Commission that the majority of the people in the room grew up in the community and know the spot which is now the Old Works was once a spot for keggers and rowdy behavior, and we cannot let it go back to that.  He stated Old Works has an economic impact on the community and stated that people coming in to play golf pass their money from through town and it stays in our community.

Terry Galle – 48 Charter:  Mr. Galle informed the Commission he has been on the Board for quite a few years.  He stated the golf course supports the community in a number of ways.  He cited the Town Pump Tournament as an example, which has close to 400 people signed up this year.  Mr. Galle state it is a challenge to keep the golf course open and funded.  However, the Board is not coming to the county and asking for funding, nor is it asking the taxpayers to foot the bill.  He stated the Board and the County need to work together as a team and stay on ARCO’s back to keep it funded.

Dave McCarthy – 100 Belle Vita:  Mr. McCarthy stated he is neither a formal golfer nor a member of the Board.  However, he is a supporter of Anaconda and it becoming a better place over time.  He believes Old Works is truly a shining star.  He fears if Old Works closes the land will be fenced off.  He informed the Commission he supports the amended ordinance.

Bill Dee – 420 Hemlock:  Mr. Dee informed the Commission he has been a business owner for years.  He stated discussion over the ordinance could take place for numerous hours.  He stated the reason for tonight’s discussion is to amend the ordinance, which is a simple process.  He stated there are certain places the county funds that many people do not use – Washoe Park, Georgetown Lake.    He believes Old Works is deserving of county funds.  He stated Old Works will help him sell his business one day.  He added a realtor can sell a home at a higher price in Anaconda because of the golf course and therefore property taxes are higher and that money goes to the county.  He does not believe the golf course is asking for money at this point.  He believes the County is showing support for the golf course and the community by amending the ordinance.

Ryan Stemsrud – 1024 Jefferson:  Mr. Stemsrud is the General Manager at Old Works.  Mr. Stemsrud informed the Commission ARCO hired Eco Northwest to do a study regarding the financial health of the golf course (report attached).  Mr. Stemsrud noted a spike in bed tax revenues after Old Works opened.  Mr. Stemsrud stated closing Old Works would result in an economic loss for the community – for other businesses, unemployment, erosion of the tax base, etc.  

Josh Thurner – 304 Balsam:  Mr. Thurner informed the Commission he has been the superintendent of the golf course for 17 years.  He stated the golf course is not asking for money and it would do everything it could before it would ask for money.  He informed the Commission he has cut 47% of his labor in the past 10 years.  He stated the golf course belongs to the community and whether ARCO gives the golf course the money or the county helps out a little bit or the golf course closes, the county is still on the hook for the money.  He informed the Commission he loves the golf course and it has been his life and the people he works with are his family.  He stated he is not asking for money just the ability to give it.  He stated Carl has done a heck of a job for the golf course.  Mr. Thurner thanked everybody that showed up.   He expressed his hope that the Commission open up the opportunity for the County to provide funding to the golf course if they see fit.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Rose Nyman – 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman stated she believes the County should give some support to the golf course.  She informed the Commission she owned a tea room for about 14 ½ years.  Initially, the golf course restaurant had a negative impact on her business.  However, it eventually leveled off.  She stated she had spouses and significant others who spent the day shopping downtown and spreading the green.  She also informed the Commission the Copper Cup Tournament hosted by Old Works always benefits a project in Anaconda such as the street banners, benches for downtown, planters, trash cans, the gazebo, and a grant to the Community Garden.

CEO Ternes Daniels read a letter in support for Ordinance 240 from Meg Hickey-Boynton, member of the Old Works Authority Board (copy of letter attached to the minutes).

Carl Nyman, Superfund Coordinator informed the Commission the taxpayers will not be on the hook for the loans from ARCO.  He stated as part of the global settlement, the loans will be forgiven.  He appreciated the issues Commissioner Vermeire and Commission Chair Hart brought forth as it challenged the Board’s thinking.  He stated that Commission Chair Hart’s concerns with regard to taxes are valid.  He suggested some changes to the language in the ordinance that bring about some protections with regard to oversight in terms of how the funds can be spent may be in order prior to the Commission approving the ordinance.  Mr. Nyman informed the Commission he would be happy to bring these suggestions to Dan Manson and bring the changes back to the Commission at the June 2nd meeting.  He reiterated the County needs to be part of the solution.

Commissioner Vermeire stated he has read over Ordinance 126 many times and after several discussions with Carl Nyman, it appears this original ordinance was basically written by ARCO.  ARCO wanted separation between the County and the golf course.  Commissioner Vermeire stated for many years there has been a wedge between the County and the course.   He does not believe that Ordinance 240 allows the County to write a check and give it to the golf course.  Rather, it acknowledges that the Commission and the County supports the golf course.  He stated if the time came that the golf course formally requested money, the Commission could look at amending Ordinance 240 again to include some of the provisions Mr. Nyman spoke of.   He stated support of the ordinance pulls the wedge out a little bit between the County and Old Works.  He stated the golf course is not asking for money at this time and would like to see what path this leads the County down.

Commissioner Mulvey agreed that Anaconda has seen very difficult times.    She stated Anaconda has weathered the closing of the smelter as well as the national economic crisis.  She believes the golf course has a future and stated she supports Ordinance 240.

Commissioner Smith stated he sits on the Authority Board as an Ex-Officio member and believes it is a very devoted board.  He stated the Board does everything possible to keep the golf course in the black.  He stated Old Works often gets compared to Fairmont’s golf course.  However, Fairmont does not sit on the same problem or have the same issues as Old Works does.  Commissioner Smith commended the Board on doing their best.  Commissioner Smith stated ADLC has a poverty rate of approximately 20.3% which is a concern.  He stated any time anything needs funding in the County, the burden often goes to the taxpayers.  Commissioner Smith expressed some concern in terms of knowing how much to set aside for the golf course during the budget process and how it may affect the budget of other departments.  At the same time, he believes the golf course is an asset to the community and stated he supports the ordinance.

Commission Chair Hart stated he is not opposed to the golf course.  He takes issue with tax dollars being used to support it when the initial agreement with ARCO stated it would never happen.  He expressed concern that the Commission has never seen a business plan.  He also expressed reservations that streets need to be repaired prior to any tax dollars being put toward the golf course.  Commission Chair Hart stated a long-term plan is needed for the golf course and suggested tabling the ordinance until it can be reviewed a bit more and the golf course can provide a business plan to the Commission.
Commissioner Vermeire acknowledged Commission Chair Hart’s concerns but again stated that this is not a vote to write a check.  He stated amending the ordinance carries weight with ARCO and may make it easier with the global settlement negotiations.  He stated the golf course would have the opportunity to come before the Commission to request funds and the ordinance could be amended again at that time.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated every comment at the public hearing, except for one, was against amending the ordinance.  She stated the County cannot ignore the golf course – the County owns it and the people of Anaconda own it.  She stated budgeting can be put into one sentence – “Spend less or make more.”  She expressed appreciation to the Board for everything they have done to make the golf course viable.  She stated she has been part of the negotiations team for the past three years and it has been very frustrating at times.  She stated Anaconda’s agenda is for economic development while ARCO’s agenda is to save BP money.  She stated she is not opposed to changing the ordinance because she believes the golf course is important for the County and does put Anaconda on the map.  She stated she goes into the vote with mixed emotions because she cares about the people and feels taxes are high enough.  She stated getting her to go along with a budget will be much tougher.

Commission Chair Hart stated tabling the ordinance may be something that is more palatable to the taxpayers.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the golf course is truly part of Anaconda’s destiny.  She stated sometimes the community is averse to risk because of our history.  She believes it is a huge mistake for our community to think that somebody else is supposed to take care of us.  She does not believe the ordinance needs more tweaking as the Commissioners can say yes or no during the budget process and the budget process is a very public process.  She stated the ordinance as it is does not need any more changes as the Commission can make changes in the future if necessary.  CEO Ternes Daniels recommended the Commission support the ordinance.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve Ordinance No. 240; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

Motion passed by a vote of 4-1 with Commissioners Vermeire, Mulvey, Smith and Lux-Burt in favor of approving Ordinance No. 240 and with Commissioner Hart not in favor of Ordinance No. 240.

Contract to Assist with Preparing Anaconda-Deer Lodge County’s Downtown Master Plan 

CEO Ternes Daniels stated Anaconda Local Development Corporation did a very thorough analysis and made a recommendation at last week’s Work Session Meeting.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she is looking forward to seeing the Downtown Master Plan be carried out.  She informed the Commission she has been working with various forums and groups who have been trying to bring redevelopment to downtown.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to award the Contract to Sanderson and Stewart to assist with preparing Anaconda-Deer Lodge County’s Downtown Master Plan; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

2015 Waterline Easement Agreements for Four (4) Private Properties (1908 Ogden Street; 311 Cottonwood Street; 310 Poplar Street; School District 10 – Mitchell Stadium)

Clerk of Commission Julie Hoffman informed the Commission minor changes were made to each agreement to the notary block sections.  In addition, Ms. Hoffman informed the Commission that Dr. Tom Darnell is the representative that will sign for the school district easement.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve the 2015 Waterline Easement Agreements for Four (4) Private Properties (1908 Ogden Street; 311 Cottonwood Street; 310 Poplar Street; School District 10 – Mitchell Stadium) with the changes noted by Julie Hoffman; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Agreement between Anaconda-Deer Lodge County and Poore, Roth & Robinson, P.C.

Commission Chair Hart stated the purpose of this agreement was presented well last week.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve the Agreement between Anaconda-Deer Lodge County and Poore, Roth & Robinson, P.C.; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Call for Bids for the Construction of the Stumptown Road Bridge over Warm Springs Creek, Willow Glen Vehicular Bridge and Willow Glen Pedestrian Bridge located 1 mile west of Opportunity

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she is glad to see the work on the bridges moving forward.  She commented that a cement truck fell through the Stumptown Road Bridge a few years ago.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the County received CTEP grant funds to assist with the project.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to authorize the Call for Bids for the construction of the Stumptown Road Bridge over Warm Springs Creek, Willow Glen Vehicular Bridge and Willow Glen Pedestrian Bridge located 1 mile west of Opportunity; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Call for Bids for the Materials for the Construction of Willow Glen Road Vehicular Bridge over Mill Creek

Commissioner Mulvey moved to authorize the Call for Bids for the materials for the construction of Willow Glen Road Vehicular Bridge over Mill Creek; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Final Plat Approval of the Brown Minor Subdivision

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the Planning Director did a good job going over this.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve the Final Plat Approval of the Brown Minor Subdivision; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

U.S. Department of Transportation Federal Aviation Administration Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements between Big Horn County Airport, Hardin, Montana and Bowman Field, Anaconda, Montana

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission she received an email from Sean Shea informing her that another sponsor in Montana has not used its funds.  Therefore, Big Horn County Airport will receive this sponsor’s funds and will not require Bowman Field’s funds.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to not take action to approve the U.S. Department of Transportation Federal Aviation Administration Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements between Big Horn County Airport, Hardin, Montana and Bowman Field, Anaconda, Montana; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

Commissioner Vermeire asked for clarification whether the motion made was to not take action or to table the item.

Commission Chair Hart stated the proper motion is to table the item.

County Attorney Krakowka stated Commissioner Mulvey can withdrawal her motion.

Rose Nyman, 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman stated her understanding of Robert’s Rules is a negative motion cannot be made.  She added if a motion dies the item can never be brought up again.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to table the U.S. Department of Transportation Federal Aviation Administration Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements between Big Horn County Airport, Hardin, Montana and Bowman Field, Anaconda, Montana; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Task Order No. 16-07-5-01-012-0, Maternal and Child Health Block Grant Program

CEO Ternes Daniels stated this grant is in the amount $9350.00.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve Task Order No. 16-07-5-01-012-0; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

2015-2016 DUI Task Force Plan

County Attorney Krakowka informed the Commission he reviewed the plan.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve the 2015-2016 DUI Task Force Plan; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Vigilante Electric Co-Op Membership Application and Agreement

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that it is necessary to enter into this agreement with Vigilante Electric Co-Op in order to get power to the communication tower in the Big Hole.  She stated the County has put forth a good effort to provide communications infrastructure for the community and stated the Communications Board has done a great job.  

Commissioner Hart stated for years, law enforcement, emergency services, search and rescue and the road department had not communications in this area and he is glad to see it set up.

County Attorney Krakowka informed the Commission he reviewed the agreement and did not see any issues.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve the Vigilante Electric Co-Op Membership Application and Agreement; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.


Appointment/Reappointment to the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County DUI Task Force for a Licensed Addiction Counselor Representative, 3-year term; 1 vacancy (Keith Lopez, LAC has applied for reappointment; Dan Haffey, LAC submitted a letter of interest requesting appointment)

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the Commission heard a lot of support last week for the role Mr. Lopez plays on the DUI Task Force.

County Attorney Krakowka stated he does not know how Mr. Haffey would be on the board as he has not worked with him in this capacity.  Mr. Krakowka stated Mr. Lopez does a really job and gets a lot of things done.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to reappoint Keith Lopez to the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County DUI Task Force for a Licensed Addiction Counselor Representative for another 3-year term; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Appointment/Reappointment to the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Tree Board, 3-year term; 1 vacancy (Judy Little has applied for reappointment)

CEO Ternes Daniels stated Ms. Little has requested reappointment to the Tree Board.  She added it is exciting to see Anaconda recognized as a Tree City USA.

Commissioner Smith moved to reappoint Judy Little to the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Tree Board for another 3-year term; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Appointment/Reappointment to the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County TIFID No. 2 Board – Mill Creek for an Economic Development Representative, 4- year term; 1 vacancy (Jim Davison has applied for reappointment)

Commissioner Mulvey moved to reappoint Jim Davison to the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County TIFID No. 2 Board – Mill Creek for an Economic Development Representative for another 4-year term; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Resignation of Nann Brosseau from the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Tax Appeal Board and Authorization to Advertise the Vacancy

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission that Nann Brosseau is moving out of state.

Commission Chair Hart asked that a thank you letter be sent to Ms. Brosseau.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve the resignation of Nann Brosseau from the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Tax Appeal Board and authorize to advertise the vacancy; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.
	Motion carried unanimously.

Special Event Permit – Pedal the Pintlers

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission she has not heard back from the highway department and does not expect any issues as a result of the construction on Mill Creek Highway.

Commissioner Mulvey moved to approve the Special Event Permit for Pedal the Pintlers; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Special Event Permit – Pintler Suicide Awareness Prevention 2015 Remembrance Walk

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission this event will take place on August 1st.

County Attorney Krakowka informed the Commission about a study mentioned during law school.  It centered on persons who survived jumping off the Golden Gate Bridge.  The study revealed these persons made the decision on the way down that they did not want to kill themselves.  Mr. Krakowka stated the point of the study was that once people are in the act of committing suicide it is too late.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve the Special Event Permit for the Pintler Suicide Awareness Prevention 2015 Remembrance Walk; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Special Event Permit – Society for Creative Anachronism

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission this event will take place on August 29th at Kennedy Common.  She stated the public is welcome to observe but not participate.
