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Present: Commission Chair Hart, Commissioner Mulvey, Commissioner Lux-Burt, Commission Vice-Chair Vermeire, Commissioner Smith, CEO Ternes Daniels, and County Attorney Krakowka.

Others Present:  Julie Hoffman, Clerk of Commission and Kathie Miller, Anaconda Leader

Commission Chair Hart called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
 
Commission Chair Hart explained the Commission Rules of Procedure.

Approval of Minutes from the Commission Meeting of April 21, 2015 and the Commission Work Session of April 28, 2015.

CEO Ternes Daniels pointed out that Judie Tilman’s name was misspelled in the April 21, 2015 minutes.  Julie Hoffman informed CEO Ternes Daniels that it had been corrected prior to the meeting.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve the minutes from the Commission Meeting of April 21, 2015 and the Commission Work Session of April 28, 2015; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

Motion carried unanimously.

Approval of Claims 

Commissioner Vermeire moved to authorize payment of claims numbered 119455 through 119590 in the amount of $186,100.06; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated that $92,000 was paid out for employee health insurance.

Motion carried unanimously.

Reports of Boards, Officials, Committees, etc.

Commissioner Vermeire attended the Airport Board meeting.  He informed the Commission that Jim Novak was involved in a plane crash in Deer Lodge.  He stated that Mr. Novak sustained a concussion but will make a full recovery.

Commissioner Mulvey attended the Hearst Free Library Board meeting and the WMMHC Board meeting.

Commissioner Lux-Burt informed the Commission that she was part of the interview process for the Weed Coordinator.  She stated that Michael Marker has been hired into the position and started on Monday.  Commissioner Lux-Burt attended a Superfund meeting and a QuickBooks training sponsored by the Extension.

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission the County is contending with employee health insurance issues.  She stated that claims are 2 ½ times the premium.  The Blue Cross Blue Shield (BCBS) quote came back high this year.  She stated the Insurance Committee met and has opted to go with MMIA instead of BCBS.  CEO Ternes Daniels also attended a Chamber of Commerce meeting.  She stated it is unfortunate to see the Visitor Center close but hopes it will be open for the summer.  She added it was a well-attended meeting.  Lastly, she was invited to the middle school to do a presentation for Ms. Wood’s class.  She stated that the kids asked great questions and she was very impressed by the students.

County Attorney Krakowka attended the Chamber of Commerce meeting and the Community Hospital benefit.  He informed the Commission that he gave a statewide webinar presentation about shatters to law enforcement, addiction counselors and victim witness advocates.  He stated he has been contacted by the City of Dillon to do a similar presentation for its law enforcement.

PUBLIC HEARING

A. Community Development Block Grant Funds

At this time the Commission could hold its second public hearing to obtain public comments regarding the proposed application for an economic development project to fund construction of a trailer-type lab and TIG welding equipment to further the ability to train low-moderate income youth in Aerospace TIG welding.

Commissioner Hart opened the Public Hearing at 6:15 p.m.

Jim Davison, ALDC Executive Director: Mr. Davison informed the Commission the purpose of this project is to construct a trailer lab and purchase eight (8) welding stations to further the ability to train low and moderate income youth in Aerospace TIG welding.  All training will take place at the Anaconda Job Corps.  The project is a collaborative effort between Anaconda Local Development Corporation, Anaconda Deer Lodge County, Montana Precision Products, Butte Local Development Corporation, Headwaters Area RC&D Economic Development, and Butte-Silver Bow County.   Mr. Davison stated the hope is this will be a pilot program that becomes a permanent program at the Job Corps.

Public Comment

Jim Yeoman – 611 Willow:  Mr. Yeoman stated the project looks like a win-win for southwest Montana.  He requested to be on record for recommending the project.

Carl Nyman – 19 Apple Rose Drive E:  Mr. Nyman stated it is wonderful to see Local Development assisting with this grant and taking the lead on the County’s behalf.  He added that Job Corps does so much for the community year after year so this is a great thing for the community to do for them.

Connie ______– 203 S. Dixon:  Stated great job working with Butte-Silver Bow County and Job Corps.

Commission Chair Hart called three additional times for public comment.  After no further public comment, Commission Chair Hart closed the public hearing at 6:27 p.m.

B. Ordinance No. 240, an Ordinance Amending the Old Works Golf Course Authority Board

At this time the Commission could hold a Public Hearing to obtain public comments regarding Ordinance No. 240.

Commission Chair Hart opened the Public Hearing at 6:28 p.m.

Carl Nyman, Superfund Coordinator:  Mr. Nyman informed the Commission that the changes to the ordinance are required as part of the ARCO agreement (Third Addendum to the Real Property Conveyance/Transfer Agreement) that was entered into in December 2014.  Mr. Nyman explained that the original ordinance precluded the County from making any financial contribution to the golf course.  The proposed amendment to the ordinance will allow the County to contribute funds to the operations side of the golf course if it sees fit.  The Authority Board has been working with ARCO and other agencies to secure long-term funding.  Mr. Nyman stated the golf course generates approximately $3.5 million of trickle down revenue.  Mr. Nyman reiterated that the ordinance does not mandate the County to provide any financial assistance to the golf course.

Public Comment

David Elias, PO Box 494:  Mr. Elias stated the 1994 Conveyance Agreement transferred ownership of the property to the County.  At that time, ARCO made commitments to the community with regard to the golf course bringing in new business into Anaconda such as hotels and restaurants.  He stated that deed restrictions on the property effectively preclude any taxes being collected on it.  He suggested opening up the property on the hill for development of mega homes to bring in tax revenue. He stated ARCO can afford to pay for its own Superfund remedy.  He stated he feels if the County has “that kind of money lying around”, he would like to see the pot holes fixed.

Mr. Elias offered some background information to the Commission.  He informed the Commission he has read the 1994 Conveyance Agreement thoroughly.  He stated language in the agreement states the local government may be liable if it does anything to exacerbate Superfund conditions.  He stated by modifying the ordinance, it may have repercussions for the County. 

Jerold Moses, 613 E. Front:  Mr. Moses stated ARCO was approached in 1994 about taxes being used to pay for the golf course.  He stated ARCO guaranteed no taxes or County funds would be used to support the golf course.  He stated ARCO had contingency funds available to use if issues arose.  He added he cannot afford to play at the golf course and wondered why he should have to pay for out of town people to play there.  He stated he cannot afford more taxes.  He stated Anaconda does not have any major restaurants or hotels and that most visitors go to Fairmont and/or Butte for services.  He stated ARCO has taken all the property in the community and given it away.  He does not believe the community can afford to support the golf course.

John Sestrich, 307 Evergreen:  Mr. Sestrich informed the Commission he recently moved back to Anaconda after being gone for many years.  He stated he is still trying to understand everything that is happening with the golf course.  He stated he has only gotten his information from the paper so he may not have all the facts, but assumes that what is in the paper is fact.  Mr. Sestrich stated it sounds like ARCO is trying to set a precedent by asking the County to assist in setting up a reserve fund for the golf course.  He questioned if the golf course had to shut down due to a shortfall of $100,000.  He stated that once the precedent is set, the County will have to up the ante and taxes will continue to increase.  He questioned the golf course’s operating expenses from 2012 which showed the golf course spent $109,000 on computers and hardware and $114,000 in 2014; it also showed the golf course spent $22,000 on office equipment in 2012 and 2014.

**Clerk of Commission addendum:  I received a phone call on Wednesday, May 6, 2015 from Mr. Sestrich indicating he made a mistake when referencing the golf course’s operating expenses for 2012 and 2014.  He informed me he was looking at the wrong column and the computer and office equipment numbers he provided to the Commission were actually assets and not operating expenses.

Neal Warner, 709 Chestnut:  Mr. Warner informed the Commission he served on the Old Works Authority Board.  He stated the board does a great job but they are limited in their role.  He stated the golf course is a great asset for the community and businesses in the community do benefit from it.  However, he believes the ordinance is a way to open the door for higher taxes.   Mr. Warner used the analogy of continuously bailing out a boat when it has a leak – eventually it will sink – the leak needs to be stopped for the boat to stay afloat.  He stated the golf course needs a viable business plan in order to succeed and it should be a priority.  Once the business plan is complete, come back and reassess the ordinance at that time.    He strongly encouraged the Commission to hold off on the ordinance until a viable plan is put into place.   

Mr. Warner added that the Authority Board is autonomous and does not have to report to the Commission.  Therefore, if the County gives the golf course money the golf course does not have to be held accountable for how it spends the money.  

Kathie Miller – Anaconda Leader:  Ms. Miller asked for clarification as to whether County funds would go toward operations or maintenance at the golf course.  Carl Nyman clarified that any money the County contributes would be for operations.  He stated that nothing is carved in stone at this time.  He clarified for Ms. Miller that in terms of the Superfund, any remedy requires annual operations and maintenance (O&M) support.  He stated the terms cause an inherent misunderstanding because the term “operations” also applies to the golf course but is not meant to interact with the term “operations & maintenance” with regard to Superfund.  He stated language in the ordinance may need to be clarified to reflect this and he will speak with Dan Manson regarding this.

Gerry Patterson, 419 Elm:  Mr. Patterson informed the Commission that ARCO stated hotels and a convention complex would be built in Anaconda and that the golf course would make money.  He stated he supports the golf course but in reality it is not self-supporting.  He stated he read the article in the paper and it appears someone made a loan to the County in the amount of $750,000.  He questioned how it was going to be paid back.  He is concerned that if the money comes due the County will not be able to pay it back and that will have a huge impact on the community.  He stated it is a tough decision but in his opinion if the golf course cannot support itself, the County should not do anything for it.

Gary Warner, 804 E. 6th:  Mr. Warner informed the Commission he opposes putting any county money into the golf course.  He stated he does not golf but his son-in-law comes here and thinks it is great.  He stated if the golf course cannot manage with the money it has, fire who manages it and hire someone else.  He stated that Fairmont and the Country Club do fine so he does not understand why the golf course does not.  He suggested the golf course raise its rates.

Alberta Carroll, 719 E. Commercial:  Ms. Carroll stated the town needs to take care of what it already has.  She is not in favor of any tax money going to the golf course.  She believes the County needs to take care of snow removal in the winter, the streets and the alleys.  She stated the town is in terrible shape and taxes are spread to the limit.

Tom Rice, 110 N. Leslie:  Mr. Rice stated he was not here in the 90’s but he agrees that if the golf course cannot support itself than “what’s the use?”  He stated if the Opportunity Country Club can support itself then the golf course should be able to.  He questioned whether approving the ordinance puts the County on the hook for the $750,000 loan.  He feels the County will set a bad precedent by approving the ordinance.

Jim Davison, 118 E 7th:  Mr. Davison stated he has mixed thoughts on both sides.  He stated 20 years ago, the original business plan did have language about additional accommodations.  However, these were not built because additional clean-up needed to take place.  He stated a feasibility study was done last year for a RV Resort adjacent to the golf course.  He stated this is a hard decision for the Commission.

Carl Nyman, Superfund Coordinator:  Mr. Nyman informed the Commission and the public that any verbal assurances given to the community in the past were never captured in writing.  He stated the Conveyance Agreement is a very one-sided agreement and the County is trying very hard to renegotiate the agreement as part of the global settlement.  He stated that ARCO never intended to put more money into the golf course.  He reiterated that the County is not trying to save the golf course.  He stated the County owns the ground and Old Works Inc. owns all of the equipment.  Mr. Nyman explained that the golf course was one of several properties conveyed.  Those properties that were intended for development are being developed.  He stated he wanted to be clear that the County needs to be part of the solution.   He stated the ordinance does not mandate the County to contribute funds to the golf course.  Mr. Nyman went on to clarify the rates at the golf course since many in the community have expressed concern over the cost.  Mr. Nyman informed the Commission and the public that the golf course offers a pass for local residents, which reduces the cost of a round of golf to approximately $23.00 per round.  Mr. Nyman believes it is worth whatever investment the County can make.  He realizes a modest contribution will not save the golf course, but it does create an asset for the community.  He did confirm that the golf course does have a business plan.  The current management company hired consultants to do a financial analysis.  The results of the analysis showed the golf course has cut expenses and maximized revenue as much as possible under the circumstances.  The consultants recommended driving up marketing efforts, which the golf course has begun to do.

Mr. Nyman went on to clarify some comments made earlier in the hearing.  He again reiterated that the executed funding agreement obligates the Commission to change the ordinance.  However, it does not obligate the County to fund the golf course.  He also clarified that the County will not take on any Superfund liability at the golf course by modifying the ordinance.  He stated that as long as the County follows the guidance in the IC work plan, future landowners are not liable.  He stated that it is important to consider factual information and although the realities of today are not ideal, they must be dealt with.

Jon Sestrich, 309 Evergreen:  Mr. Sestrich asked Mr. Nyman how much the management company charges each year.  Mr. Nyman stated it is $60,000.00.  Mr. Sestrich stated he is not against the golf course.  He stated he obtained information from the courthouse that shows the daily rate at the golf course runs between $45.00 and $54.00.  Mr. Nyman explained the local pass program to Mr. Sestrich.  Mr. Sestrich stated he wants the golf course to stay.

CEO Ternes Daniels informed Mr. Sestrich that she would be happy to meet with him individually to discuss his concerns related to the golf course.  She acknowledged that Mr. Sestrich had put a lot of thought into this, but in order to fully address his concerns she needs more information available to her that she does not have with her at tonight’s meeting.

Gary Warner, 804 E. 6th:  Mr. Warner stated he does not oppose the golf course; he only opposes putting tax money into it.  He stated that if the golf course fails he cannot picture ARCO spending millions to come in to tear up the golf course and reclaim it.

Commission Chair Hart called three additional times for public comment.  After no further public comment, Commission Chair Hart closed the public hearing at 7:45 p.m.

C. Ordinance No. 241, an Ordinance Amending Chapter 24, Development Permit System of the Code of Ordinances of Anaconda-Deer Lodge County

At this time the Commission could hold a Public Hearing to obtain public comments regarding Ordinance No. 241.

Commission Chair Hart opened the Public Hearing at 7:45 p.m.

Doug Clark, Planning Director informed the Commission the last draft of the DPS was dated 3/27/15.  He stated due to time constraints, the recent submittal of agency review comments, comments from the Planning Board Public Hearing, and comments from this evening’s Public Hearing will be incorporated in the FINAL Final Draft which will be made available prior to the final vote on the ordinance.    The final draft will also be available on the County’s website as well.

Carl Nyman, Superfund Coordinator informed the Commission the main concern expressed at the Planning Board Public Hearing was with regard to lot sizes in the East Valley.  Some residents felt lot size should be at least a 20-acre minimum.  

John Sestrich, 307 Evergreen:  Mr. Sestrich informed the Commission that his sister-in-law purchased a 20-acre parcel.  He stated another family had a 20-acre parcel and was given permission by the Commission to subdivide.  Mr. Sestrich does not believe the minimum acreage restriction should be put in place.

Jerry Patterson, 419 Elm:  Mr. Patterson informed the Commission that he has property in the East Valley.  He attended the Planning Board Public Hearing and agrees with Doug Clark’s recommendation for 5-acre minimum lot sizes.   Mr. Patterson expressed concern regarding regulations in the DPS that require a permit to put more than 5 yards of gravel on his driveway.  Mr. Patterson stated that his driveway has already been constructed and does not understand why he needs a permit to add more gravel to it.  Mr. Patterson went on to thank Doug Clark, the staff of the Planning Department and the Planning Board for being helpful during this process.  He stated they have bent over backwards to help and have done a great job.

Neal Warner, 709 Chestnut:  Mr. Warner stated he has been involved in this process for a decade as a former Planning Board member and as a former Commissioner.  He stated a few issues remain that need to be addressed, specifically lot size, height exemptions, and industrial areas.  He asked the Commission to think about who will benefit from a 20-acre minimum if it is mandated in the DPS.   He added that for most people 20 acres is too much to take care of.  He believes a 5-acre minimum lot size is sufficient.  He stated that Anaconda is not having a growth explosion nor does it have space to build out – the East Valley is one of the few areas for development.  He stated the DPS is not permanent and can be reviewed and amended as needed.  He thanked the Planning Department for their hard work.

Tom Rice, 110 N. Leslie:  Mr. Rice stated he has been at all the meetings regarding the DPS.  He stated Doug Clark and his staff have been great to work with.  He stated he does not live in the East Valley but he has friends that do.  He believes a 5-acre minimum, and possibly a 2-acre minimum, is sufficient.

Doug Clark, Planning Director expanded his discussion with regard to minimum lot size in the East Valley.   Mr. Clark stated only one subdivision request has been submitted in the three years he has been here.  He stated offering variances is problematic.  Issuing a variance sets a precedent and may potentially expose the County to liability.  He does not believe it is a tool to fall back on unless the County establishes a policy restricting certain variances.  

CEO Ternes Daniels asked Mr. Clark what he thought about a 2-acre minimum.    Mr. Clark informed CEO Ternes Daniels that the 5-acre minimum was a compromise between certain Planning Board members, staff and the public.

Commission Chair Hart called three additional times for public comment.  After no further public comment, Commission Chair Hart closed the public hearing at 8:45 p.m.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Proclamation for 2015 Poppy Day

Commission Chair Hart read the Proclamation for 2015 Poppy Day.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated that Poppy Day is a very special day for her.  She informed the Commission that her son is a veteran.  She stated her son recently retired from the Army after 20 years and 6 deployments, which included tours in Korea, Iraq, Bosnia and Afghanistan.  She thanked the American Legion Auxiliary for participating in Poppy Day and raising money for veterans.

CEO Ternes Daniels thanked the Auxiliary for their effort.  She stated it was an honor to write the Proclamation.   

County Attorney Krakowka thanked the Auxiliary for their efforts to ensure that these folks are not forgotten.

The ladies from the Auxiliary will be at the Courthouse on Friday, May 8th in honor of 2015 Poppy Day.  Poppies will be available for purchase on Friday at the American Legion Hall located at 3rd & Cedar.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to proclaim May 8, 2015 as 2015 Poppy Day; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

MDP 15-03, a Request by Duane Knapp to Develop a Commercial Nursery Operation for Commercial Produce Production and On-Site Sales

CEO Ternes Daniels encouraged the Commission to support MDP 15-03.

County Attorney Krakowka stated this project will be good for the community and believes it is fantastic.

Neal Warner – 709 Chestnut:  Mr. Warner stated that he is in favor of this project and does not want to see it get turned down.  He stated that he does have a problem with the consistency of Commission decisions.  He expressed concern regarding a similar project located 100 yards away that met legal standards under Montana law that was turned down a few months ago.

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated this project makes a good use of the land.  She addressed Mr. Warner’s concerns and informed him that her decision regarding the other project was based on access issues, not the project itself.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve MDP 15-03; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Request for Contract Extension for Judie Tilman

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated Ms. Tilman does an excellent job writing grants.  Over the past year she has written two huge grants.  

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission Ms. Tilman’s agreement meets all granting agency guidelines.  She stated the agreement has not changed and respectfully requested the Commission approve the agreement.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve the contract extension for Judie Tilman; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 15-14, a Resolution Establishing Sprinkler Restrictions for 2015

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission this is the annual resolution to establishing sprinkling restrictions.  She stated the restrictions are necessary due to the size of the water tank and to ensure adequate water supply for fire suppression.

Commission Chair Hart stated he is usually opposed to a blanket restriction.  However, based on information obtained from the weather service predicting above average temperatures from May through July, he is in favor of the restrictions for this year.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve Resolution 15-14; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 15-15, a Resolution Relating to $2,798,000 Sewer System Revenue Bond (DNRC Water Pollution Control State Revolving Loan Program) Series 2015; Authorizing the Issuance and Fixing the Terms and Conditions Thereof

Commissioner Lux-Burt commented that Tom Radonich is in pretty poor health.  She stated that Mr. Radonich was on the Sewer Study Committee and each time she has seen him over the past 1-2 years, he has told her that “he wants to live long enough to see that sewer hooked up to his house.”

CEO Ternes Daniels stated the sewer is the most essential piece of infrastructure for the community now and in the future.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve Resolution No. 15-15; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Resignation of Dan Haffey from the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Board of Health and Authorization to Advertise the Vacancy

Commissioner Smith moved to approve the resignation of Dan Haffey from the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Board of Health and authorize to advertise the vacancy; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Appointment to the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Board of Health (1 vacancy to fill the remainder of Katherine Basirico’s term through September 8, 2016 – David M. Elias, James D. Anderson and Sandy Bivins have applied for appointment)

Commissioner Lux-Burt stated she would recommend James D. Anderson.  She feels Mr. Anderson has knowledge of health issues, particularly those that pertain to the elderly.

Commissioner Mulvey stated Mr. Anderson provides oxygen services to her mother and does a fantastic job.  She stated she highly recommends Mr. Anderson.

CEO Ternes Daniels stated it is exciting to see several residents willing to serve.

Neal Warner – 709 Chestnut:  Mr. Warner stated good candidates applied.  He stated the Board of Health has become a large part of what the County does with Superfund.  He stated Mr. Elias has a lot of knowledge about Superfund and would be of service to the board.  He added that Mr. Anderson is a wonderful person.

Carl Nyman – 19 Apple Rose Dr. E:  Mr. Nyman stated he has known Mr. Anderson since he was in high school.  He stated he was a phenomenal young man who was light years ahead of his time.  He stated Mr. Anderson worked very hard in school and it was exciting to see him choose to come back to Anaconda.  He added that Mr. Anderson works out in the community, has a healthcare background and that is what the board is about.  He believes Mr. Anderson can offer the support both Katherine Basirico and the Public Health Department need on the board.

Commissioner Smith moved to appoint James D. Anderson to the Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Board of Health to fill the remainder of Katherine Basirico’s term through September 8, 2016; seconded by Commissioner Lux-Burt.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Special Event Permit for Alive After 5

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission there are outstanding issues regarding insurance.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to table approval of the Special Event Permit for Alive After 5 until the May 19, 2015 Commission Meeting in order to get clarification on insurance; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Special Event Permit for the Kiwanis Bike Give Away

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission Heather Edwards contacted the insurance company and received a digital copy of the insurance certificate.

Commissioner Vermeire moved to approve the Special Event Permit for the Kiwanis Bike Give Away; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Special Event Permit for the Show & Shine Car Show

CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission the insurance was verified by Heather Edwards and County Attorney Krakowka.

Rose Nyman – 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman questioned what part of Alder Street will be closed for the event.  Julie Hoffman informed Ms. Nyman that Alder between Park and 3rd will be closed for the event.  Ms. Nyman expressed concern that law enforcement and Commissioner Lux-Burt did not approve the closure of a portion of Chestnut for a funeral.  Ms. Nyman stated she had email documentation regarding this issue.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve the Special Event Permit for the Show & Shine Car Show; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

Special Event Permit for the Smack the Stack Tournament

Rose Nyman, 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman expressed concern regarding the conditions of the fields at Charlotte Yeoman.  She stated the fields are brown and look like they are beyond redemption.  

Commission Chair Hart informed Ms. Nyman that John Leo Sladich is working on the fields.  He also stated John Leo is working on the dandelion problem as well.

Commissioner Smith moved to approve the Special Event Permit for the Smack the Stack Tournament; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

	Motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

No new business.

MISCELLANEOUS

Commissioner Lux-Burt received a call today from a resident requesting that the speed limit be increased on Hwy 1 where the sign warning drivers of the big horn sheep is located.  She stated she believes the speed limit usually increases the first week of June.  CEO Ternes Daniels stated she will call the Highway Department and follow-up with the Commission next week.

Commission Chair Hart informed the Commission the Super Slide at Charlotte Yeoman is in extremely poor condition.  He stated chunks are missing out of the slide and it is in need of repair.  CEO Ternes Daniels stated she will make some calls to find out who is responsible for the repairs.

CEO Ternes Daniels

1) CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission the AFR issue has not been resolved.  Therefore, she does not know at this time whether the County will incur any fines for being delinquent with the report.
2) CEO Ternes Daniels informed the Commission the trees on the creek at the north end of town are owned by the County but also by some private owners.  She stated the issue may be expensive to deal with.  She will update the Commission when she has more information.
3) CEO Ternes Daniels requested the Commission hold a Special Meeting following the May 12, 2015 Work Session to approve a resolution to move forward with the CDBG Economic Development project discussed at this evening’s public hearing.

CEO Ternes Daniels clarified for Mr. Warner this is the first time the County has had health insurance through MMIA.  She stated the County also obtained a quote through the Teamsters.  However, the rates for an individual were too high.  She added that the Insurance Committee had representatives from each department.  Unfortunately, the Fire Department overlooked the meetings and its staff did not know much about the insurance options.

Mr. Warner asked for clarification regarding which position was open on the TIFID Board.  Julie Hoffman informed Mr. Warner the vacancy was for an Economic Development representative.
