Commission Chair Hart called the meeting to order at 8:01 p.m. and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A. Resolution No. 15-16, a Resolution Authorizing Application and Commitment of Matching Funds for a Community Development Block Grant to create a portable TIG welding lab for a Highlands College of Montana Tech Remote Campus located at Anaconda Job Corps Center, which will create opportunities for low and moderate income youth to be trained in Aerospace TIG Welding

CEO Ternes Daniels thanked Jim Davison for his hard work.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve Resolution No. 15-16; seconded by Commissioner Vermeire.

B. Arbor Day Proclamation 2015 to be celebrated in May in Anaconda

Commission Chair Hart read the Arbor Day Proclamation.  Commission Chair Hart stated he recently received a letter from the Arbor Day Foundation stating Anaconda was recognized as a 2014 Tree City USA.

CEO Ternes Daniels pointed out Kennedy Commons is Kennedy Common and asked it be corrected on the proclamation prior to it being signed.

Rose Nyman, 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman questioned whether the public notice regarding the Special Meeting included notification of this item.  Julie Hoffman, Clerk of Commission informed Ms. Nyman that it did.

Commissioner Lux-Burt moved to approve the Arbor Day Proclamation 2015 to be celebrated in May in Anaconda; seconded by Commissioner Mulvey.

Motion carried unanimously.

MISCELLANEOUS

PUBLIC COMMENT

Carl Nyman, Superfund Coordinator informed the Commission it is difficult to change the perception of the golf course because the original dynamics and intent are engrained in everyone.  He stated the golf course is doing half of the rounds than what was stated in the feasibility study.  He stated approximately 16,000 golfers come through Old Works 6-8 weeks out of the year.  He informed the Commission he met with Ryan Stemsrud at the golf course today and the two of them had a thorough discussion about beefing up the marketing efforts to increase revenue.  He reiterated his belief that it is important for the County to be part of the solution with regard to golf course operations.  He stated the Authority Board has been very engaged this past year and are moving in the right direction.  He stated the future of the golf course depends a little bit on the County and a lot on the result of the global settlement.

Commission Chair Hart informed Mr. Nyman that employees from the jail contacted Old Works about hosting its annual golf tournament.  Chairman Hart stated the jail was unable to work something out with Old Works and is going to be holding the tournament at Fairmont.  He stated he does not know why it happened but he hates to see Old Works lose business like that.  Mr. Nyman stated he will speak with Ryan Stemsrud and get more information.  Mr. Nyman stated if cost cannot be met the golf course is simply not holding events any longer because it does not make money.  He stated Mr. Stemsrud does try to accommodate but at the same time must manage to get the daily fees in at the same time.

Commissioner Lux-Burt asked Mr. Nyman when the Commission can expect to receive a business plan from the golf course.  Mr. Nyman stated a draft is available and undergoing technical and legal review.  He stated a final business plan should be available by the end of June.

Rose Nyman, 121 E. 3rd:  Ms. Nyman asked Commission Chair Hart if The Leader obtains the information for its articles from the Clerk of Commission.  Julie Hoffman, Clerk of Commission informed Ms. Nyman and the Commission that The Leader is provided with a copy of the DRAFT minutes each week as well as the same packet the Commissioners receive every Friday prior to the meeting.  Ms. Hoffman also stated it is rare that she receives a phone call to clarify information discussed at the meeting.
