1. New Business: 
BOH Biannual Report to the Commissioners scheduled for September 22, 2015.  Margaret Osika will be presenting the report.  She distributed a summary of the highlights for review (see attached highlights and report).   

In future, Department Reports will be on agenda prior to Old and New Business.  For current meeting, Old Business moved down on the agenda.

Discussion of Youth Representative Proposal will be tabled until next month.

1. Department Reports:
A. Environmental Health Department (Karen Solberg)
Gave an oral report.  Written report is attached.   

The cucumber recall impacted ADLC.  Four or five organizations received potentially tainted cucumbers.  Cucumbers were pulled.  There were no illnesses reported.
Karen reported that Donovan’s is remodeling.  A car also accidently pushed a construction trailer through the front wall of the restaurant.  

Karen and Chad will be attending training next week.  It is a combined conference for Environmental Health and other organizations.  .  
B. Code Enforcement Officer (Karen Courtney)
Karen provided an oral report and her written report is attached.

Karen also reported that in the future she plans to begin towards Code Enforcement Administrator Certification.  She has successfully completed the initial Code Enforcement Certification.  She is hoping to attend the National Code Enforcement Conference again this year, it will be held in Florida.

Karen also reported that she is working on two foreclosures currently with financial institutions.

C. Public Health Department (Katherine Basirico)
Katherine provided an oral report.  She said that she would also send out written report electronically and it will be attached to the minutes.  

The 2015 school law vaccination updates were discussed.  In ADLC, there are 150 kids that need to be vaccinated.  Immunization clinics are being planned for September 28th and 30th.  
Public Health received Influenza vaccinations yesterday.  Flu clinics will be held by 
Health Department and they will be noticed in the Leader.

BOH training was conducted on September 3, 2015.  There was fairly good attendance and the training was very informative.

Katherine attended the Local Mental Health Advisory Council meeting, and plans to attend regularly.  They are working toward have a Tri-County LAC.  The LAC membership has gone down and they are actively recruiting.  

Two suicide related reports have recently released.  The Montana Suicide Review Team report discussed.  There was an average of 20 suicides per month.  In Region 4, which includes ADLC, there were 60 suicides.  There was also a Youth and Risk Report released today.  Links to the reports are included in the written Public Health Department report.
		
Katherine also showed the BOH a Community Health Program Guide for Montana, and indicated that she also included the link to the guide in her written report.

Katherine attended the DUI task force meeting to discuss Red Ribbon Week that is upcoming.  Students will select a theme and then the DUI task force will assist with event.

On September 15th Katherine met with MCPHEP (Montana Counties Public Health Emergency Preparedness).    

Tobacco Prevention:  Public Health is doing more outreach, and building connections with local dentists in regards to “Quit Spit Kits”. 

October 21, 2015 will be the great “Shake Out”.  Katherine will distribute more information when available.

“Coffee with a Cop” was held today from 11 to 1pm at the Coffee Coral.

A number of trainings are occurring during the coming month for public health staff.

The Public Health Department roof is nearly completed.  Katherine indicated that an open house will be held when it is completed.

Best Beginnings update (Carol Dunham).  Carol announced that the Resource Guide was distributed with the minutes. The Best Beginnings Coalition is trying to get re-energized.  They are beginning to get re-organized.  School staff are involved and a new grant was obtained.

The Washoe Park project is almost completed.
The Trail projects and Bridge replacements are still being worked on.
Elaine also reported that a Recreation Director will be hired for the parks and to coordinate activities with schools.
