I. Call to Order

With no Chairperson or Vice-Chairperson in attendance, Director Sam Walters asked for any objections to him running the meeting. No trustees objected.

Director Walters called the meeting to order at 4:04pm. 

II. Approval of Minutes

Trustee Scott Swan made a motion to approve the October 5th, 2015 Hearst Free Library Board meeting minutes, Trustee Patricia Mulvey seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously. 

III. Director’s Report

Director Walters reported the following:
· 27 children attended the Pumpkin Painting event on October 21st.
· 2 children attended toddler story time on October 27th.
· 3 children attended grade schooler story time on October 27th and October 29th.
· The library has started collecting food donations for the local food bank as part of its “Food for Fines” program.
· Movie night on October 16th had over 20 attendees and showed Hotel Transylvania.
· The library received the anti-fatigue mat for the circulation desk that the Friends of the Hearst Free Library paid for.
· The new Lego sets are popular with the children who attend the library’s Lego Club.
· He helped chaperon the “zombies versus humans” event put on by the Anaconda Community Intervention on October 24th.
· He was a guest speaker for the local Kiwanis chapter at their October 29th meeting.
· He attended “Parents Night” on October 16th at the Dwyer preschool and signed up 3 individuals for library cards.
· The architect, Peter Rudd, who is working with the library in connection with the roof issues has not been available to meet with him yet.
· The problems with individuals congregating by the fire escape is ongoing but appears to be improving.
Ms. Rose Nyman stated, “Good job.” 

IV. Financial Report

Director Walters stated that the Hearst Foundations had made the decision not to fund any projects for the library.

V. Building Report

Director Walters reported that:
· A new door handle has been installed at the 4th Street entrance.
· A new lock has been installed at the Main Street entrance
· A water leak in the basement was detected on October 29th and immediately fixed by Anaconda-Deer Lodge County Maintenance Supervisor, Kurt Wyant.
· 1 box of headphones was destroyed 
· The 2011 Anaconda Leader issues got wet, but were salvaged by drying them out in the large room on the second floor.
· He would like to look into installing emergency lighting in the library in case of an unexpected electrical outage.
· He asked for permission to install the cigarette receptacle that was discussed at the October 5th, 2015 Hearst Free Library Board meeting. Trustee Mulvey stated that Kurt Wyant may have an extra one the library could use. Trustee Swan made a motion to approve this, Trustee Mulvey seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously.

Ms. Nyman asked who had installed the new door handle and lock. Director Walters stated that Cooney’s Locksmith and Security of Butte completed the work. Ms. Nyman asked why they had been chosen over a local company. Director Walters stated that he did not know as the work had been scheduled by the ADLC Maintenance Department.

Trustee Mary Lynn McKenna stated that the Copper Village Museum and Art Center recently had an emergency lighting system installed in their basement that was funded through a grant.

VII. New Business

Director Walters requested that the library be closed on Saturday, November 28th.
Trustee Swan made a motion to approve this closing, Trustee McKenna seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously.

IX. Public Comment

Ms. Nyman stated that a possible funding source for children’s programs at the library might be the Dennis Washington Foundation.
Ms. Nyman stated that the public comment portion of the October 5th, 2015 Hearst Free Library Board meeting did not conform to Montana’s Open Meeting Laws. Trustee Mulvey asked for clarification. Ms. Nyman stated that public comment must be sought after each item on the agenda. 

X. Adjourn

Trustee Swan made a motion to adjourn, Trustee Mulvey seconded, and the motion passed unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 4:39pm.
